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The Second All - India Strike of University
and College Teachers -1997

Prof. Mrinmoy Bhattacharyya (Former General Secretary, AIFUCTO) and
Dr. K.K.Theckedath (Former President, AIFUCTO)

The extra-ordinary conference of AIFUCTO was held at
M. S. University Baroda in 1988. Dr. K. K. Theckedath the then
President of AIFUCTO and Prof. Satyasadhan Chakraborty,
national secretary of AIFUCTO resigned from their respective
posts for reasons extraneous to AIFUCTO. However AIFUCTO
did not suffer from any political desertion. It sustained its all
party character. Dr. K. K. Theckedath was replaced by Dr. Sudhir
Roy a sitting Lok Sabha member from Bardhaman and a veteran
leader of West Bengal College Teachers’ Association. Prof.
Satyasadhan Chakraborty was replaced by Prof. S.
Vishwanathan from Kerala. Dr. K. K. Theckedath and his wife
Prof. Sobha Theckedath both were reelected with overwhelming
election of Bombay University and College Teachers’ Union.
Prof. Satyasadhan was elected to West Bengal Legislative
assembly and became the minister of higher education in 1990.
Dr. K. K. Theckedath became a national secretary of AIFUCTO
in 1993 and became the President again in 1995. Prof. Mrinmoy
Bhattacharyya continued in the post of General Secretary upto
1999 getting elected unanimously in each statutory conference.
Baroda conference in 1988 unanimously endorsed the actions
of AIFUCTO secretariat including the terms of settlement with
the union government.

But problems and anomalies were far too many. Firstly,
not all state governments were willing to accept the new scales
of pay for university and college teachers. In Indian federal
system the union government was much stronger than the states
in terms of financial power. State governments usually receive
both grants and loans from the centre. Revised scales were
partially financed by centre and that too only for a plan period.
After the plan period the entire onus falls on the state
Governments. Besides, the centre earlier was paying only 50%
of the additional expenditure. AIFUCTO wanted the centre to
bear 100% expenditure. This was not for any special love for
states but for the sake of being able to persuade the reluctant
states to fall in line. We were partially successful. The centre
agreed to meet 80 p.c. of additional expenses. But the state
Governments had another and more difficult problem. They had
to settle problems of state civil service, police service, medical
service etc. How could a state government pay its own civil
servant less than what it agreed to pay to educational service
personnel? Slowly and yet steadfastly we continued our
persuasive endeavour with support of the union government.
Our standard argument was how could higher education
personnel of your state be paid less than their counterparts in
other states and centre. The political leaders beginning with
the state education minister understood the argument well. Any
way, by the time the next revision was contemplated all states
had fallen in line.

We could protect our cadres from being penalized by
the over-enthusiastic state Governments. The worst case was
Tamilnadu. More than a thousand teachers courted arrestas a
part of our all India movement. Tamilnadu Government put
them in jail and was in no mood to withdraw the cases. For the
first time in its history AIFUCTO had to organize an all India
movement to save our T.N. colleagues from being convicted
under G.P.C. Incidentally, it was a period after demise of Chief
Minister M.G.R. His wife and consort were at loggerhead on his
political legacy. At the time of our movement his wife was the
CM. and we met her at her residence and we could settle the
problem.

This period between two all India strikes was marked by
many efforts to raise standard of higher education. AIFUCTO
was by and large in favour of such schemes. But we were keen
to ensure that the smooth flow of higher education did not
come to a halt and that innocent teachers were not put to trouble
for no fault of their own. So NET and SLET were introduced,
Minimum qualification was set at 55 p.c. in Master’s degree.
Recognition of D. Phil and M. Phil was introduced. F.I.P. was
introduced to enable in-service teachers to take leave with pay
to pursue research. AIFUCTO prepared a Code of Professional
Ethics for teachers in higher education. AIFUCTO and UGC
jointly prepared a structure to monitor accountability of teachers.

Our emphasis was on periodic self-assesment of performance
of teachers. AIFUCTO conducted zone-wise and state- wise
workshops and seminars on such themes.

This intervening period was almost a decade. Dr. Sudhir
Roy was President of AIFUCTO for most of this period. The
mutual relation between the presi-dent and general secretary
continued to be excellent. By the time another pay-revision was
contemplated, Dr. Theckedath again became President relieving
Sudhirbabu. But Dr. Sudhir Roy was an M.P. a sitting member
Lok Sabha, a member of Central Advisory Board on Education.
So we could avail of his counsel and assistance without a break.
In fact his M.P. quarter on North Avenue became the AIFUCTO
camp office in Delhi. Temporarily we shifted to Sri Ajoy
Mukherjee M.P’s quarter when the 2nd strike was on.

AIFUCTO organizationally spread to all parts of the
country. Financially also our position was stable. We
participated in different committees of the UGC and ministry.
We participated in conferences of Association of Indian
Universities. We were invited by the Indian Standard Institution
for certification of quality requirement of scientific instruments.
We were required to intervene in some states to sort out
problems of introduction of the revised scales. By and large the
state governments responded positively in the matter of scales
of pay. But there were many issues which defied any resolution.
One such problem was “autonomous colleges”. At one stage
U.G.C. asked us to visit some good autonomous colleges.

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Tamilnadu had the largest number of autonomous colleges. So,
we were asked to visit some large and good autonomous college.
Dr. Gunasekharan, joint sec-retary of UGC in charge of South
Zone of UGC was the facilitator. Two of us President of and
General Secretary of AIFUCTO and Dr. Kingsley, South Zone
secretary constituted the visiting team. It was a new experience
for us. But we were not convinced about the suitability of the
scheme. U.G.C. covered all expenses.

But we lost membership of Delhi University Teachers’
Association and with it also other teachers’ associations of the
central universities. They floated FEDCUTAwith the few central
university teachers’ associations.

From the point of view of number FEDCUTA was nothing.
But Delhi being our national capital, it had great importance.
For some time they DUTA leaders tried to involve other unions
specially university teachers’ associations. But this had no effect
after sometime. But the very fact that teachers of Delhi
University, J.N.U. and Zamia were not in AIFUCTO and that
they had a different organization FEDCUTA made difference.
Initially some leaders of FEDCUTA even circulated some
calumny against us president and general secretary of
AFIUCTO. But such rumours did not have any effect and
gradually they died down. Leadership of AIFUCTO chose not
to counter such propaganda and wisely neglected them. They
were not true and secondly we were not upstarts as leaders. We
spent years and decades holding different positions in teachers’
organisations honestly and sensibly. And hundreds and
thousands of teachers all over this great country knew us
personally. So few such people who continued such false vile
propaganda only lost their credibility and soon they had to
leave posts and positions in their own organizations. And then
slowly but inevitably, FEDCUTA and AIFUCTO started
cooperating with each other. Naturally we had no inhibition or
prejudice. We did not part ways and in fact tried our best to
retain every one. In spite of our best efforts they left us. We had
no difficulty in recognizing them organizationally. It was so
because practically all leaders who created the split and
vituperated canards had to leave the leadership of the
organization. But as the English proverb goes “once beaten
twice shy”. In AIFUCTO we talked with FEDCUTA but remained
cautious. As Chanakya slok goes

Do not rely upon an untrust-worthy person.
And do not overtrust even a trust-worthy person.

A sensible man should trust people but one should
remain always wary and cautious

Successful conduct of the first ever all India strike of
university and college teachers strike and its peaceful conclusion
enhanced the prestige of AIFUCTO as never before. It had also
some positive side-effect. We received some positive overtures
from teachers’ associations of I.1.T.s and I.1.M.s and all India
university administrators’ associations, agriculture university
teachers’ associations and mostly un-aided engineering
colleges professional college teachers’ associations. The core
of AIFUCTO is non-govt. aided college teachers. Other
constituents are govt. college teachers and university teachers.
Even these three constituents have many differences. U.G.C.
was the oldest institution created by parliament to discharge
the responsibilities of the union government to maintain and
improve standard and quality of higher education. To look after
quality and standard of higher education there were other
institutions. There is a central organization Central Advisory
Board of Education, CABE. The union education department
constitutes CBSE through selection and nomination. Some
members of parliament from both houses, Lok Sabha and Rajya
Sabha and a few educationists mostly vice-chancellors sit on it.
The union education Deptt. also nominates some ministers of
education from different states. It can and does appoint some
senior academics, mostly retired vice-chancellors. CASE can
do a lot of things. But its main problem is that it has no
constitutional and legal authority. It acts as per the direction of
the Union minister of education. Advice and recommendations
of CABE are not binding. This is in sharp contrast with U.G.C.
To overcome this problem and for other reasons several central
institutions have been created e.g. AICTE, N.C.T.E, NCERT,
N.1.E.P.A (later made into a university), N.A.C. etc. Besides there
are 1.C.A.R. and I.C.M.R. for agricultural and medical education.
We are stating all these to clarify our position. We were simply
overwhelmed. Among these aforementioned bodies we made
representation to 1.C.A.R. and met the Union Agriculture

Minister. A few associations of agriculture university teachers
from West Bengal, Bihar, UP. and Jharkhand got affiliated with
AIFUCTO.

During the 2nd strike which took place from 11/ 8/98 to
6/9/98, the major demands were parity of teachers in the
university system with their counter parts I T, IIM etc and ensure
uniform implementation in all the states. We prepared a 15 point
charter and insisted on resolution of all these items. Before
going into these, we should recall that this was also a complicated
period. There was midterm election and change of government
in the centre. Because of the declaration of the election by the
Election commission no government was allowed to take any
major political or economic decision which might have a
propaganda effect on the election process. So even AIFUCTO
had to appeal to the election commission to exempt union
ministry of HRD and allow it to declare new revised scales.of
pay for teachers of higher education since this was a routine
action. Earlier AIFUCTO had detailed discussion with the
Rastogi committee. And we were hopeful of a reasonably good
report. However the report was not made public. Unofficially
we had a copy of the report and to overcome the difficulties in
our own discussion AIFUCTO took an unprecedented decision,
to publish the report even before the UGC or the ministry officially
made it public.

Thenwe had a pleasant surprise. UGC for the 1 st time
in its history made some recommendations which meant upward
revision of recommendation of Rastogi committee. This
included upward revision of scales of pay and higher proportion
of additional expenditure to be born by the central government.

It is another matter that these recommendations were
not accepted by the government of India and teachers in the
university system did not get any additional benefit in spite of
these recommendations. Then in the midst of this struggle there
was a new government under Atal Bihari Vajpayee and a new
HRD minister M.M. Joshi. AIFUCTO had a meeting with the
new minister and the minister wanted 3 weeks time to asses the
situation and to take decision. We found this request quite
reasonable and postponed our movement decision but Delhi
university teachers association (DUTA) began their examination
boycortt movement. This put us into a difficult situation. We
could not support DUTA since on our part we postponed our
call and we felt that to refuse to give time (3 weeks) to minister
in the new government was neither just nor reasonable. At the
same time how could we act as strike-breakers. The demands of
DUTA and FEDCUTA were the same as ours. DUTA leaders in
particular refused to see that the effect of megalomania could
only be defeat. How could DUTA alone fight for the entire India.
The government of India at the final stage refused to negotiate
with them so at the final stage when AIFUCTO was in the midst
of indefinite strike the agreement was reached between
AIFUCTO representatives and the union HRD ministry. We felt
sorry for FEDCUTA that we could not comply with their request
to take them along with us to the table of negotiation.

The 2nd all India strike took place almost on the same
days of the year as was the first but a few days less. The
settlement was of course a compromise we could not gain all
our demands but made substantial gains. The most important
was the recognition of service of part-time teachers which by
this time had become a reality in many states and recognition of
good teaching and our satisfactory teaching sufficient to allow
entitlement of career advancement.

The editorial of Teachers Movement published in
November 1998 after the strike put the following paragraph in
its editorial “Finally the Government of India realized that the
organization that mattered was AIFUCTO alone. If any proof
was required of its mass democratic character that was provided
by the thousands of teachers taking part in the mammoth mass
civil disobedience on 4.9.98. The government conducted
serious negotiation with the AIFUCTO alone and the agreement
was signed. Inevitably the agreement was a compromise. But it
was a good compromise, providing additional benefit to all
teachers. Understandably all teachers were not equally happy.
Aspirations and anticipations of individuals and even
associations differ. The national leadership has to exercise its
authority in a complicated situation and patiently explain to the
aggrieved that was the best possible under the circumstances
and that was done keeping the best interest of the organization
uppermost in mind.

01. A communication dated 21st May, 2007 issued
by the Accounts Officer to the petitioner treating his
qualifying service as of twenty-six years, seven

AND

months and eight days is questioned before this Court

calculated from 22nd July, 1974 and, thus, the total
length of service is thirty-two years, five months and
eleven days.

02. Learned Adv. Mr. Bhutada for the petitioner points
out that two terminations of petitioner were set aside by
the competent authority, and petitioner was reinstated
with entitlement to draw salary for the periods during
which he was out of employment.

03. Learned Adv. Mr. Marpakwar appearing for
respondent no.4 College invites attention to a
communication dated 26th June, 2006 forwarded by the
Joint Director to respondent no.5.

04. Learned AGP Mr. Patel for respondent nos. 1,2,5
and 6 submits that the break in service needed to be
condoned by respondent no.6 Joint Director of Higher
Education and that has not been done. The respondent

no.5 has, therefore, rightly refused to recognize service
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prior to second termination, i.e., prior to 19th June, 1980,
as continuous for the purposes of computing qualifying
service. He, therefore, requests for dismissal of the
petition.

05. Facts show that the Grievance Committee has
set aside the terminations of petitioner and ordered
his reinstatement with adirection that heis entitled
to his pay from the date of termination. It is,
therefore, clear that continuity is granted by the
competent authority. When termination is set aside,
it is clear that there is no question of any break in
service.

06. The petitioner has invited our attention to Govt.
Resolution dated 21st July, 1989 in this respect. The
guidelines contained in that Resolution also stipulate that
such termination, if it is beyond the control of an
employee, cannot be treated as a break in service. Here,
there is no termination, but termination has already been
set aside.

07. The respondent no.6 has accordingly correctly
pointed out the position to respondent no.5. Respondent
no.5 has erroneously ignored it. We, therefore, direct
therespondent no.5to treat the service of petitioner,
i.e., thirty-two years, five months and eleven days
as a qualifying service and to proceed further in
the matter.

08. Petition is, thus, allowed and disposed of. No
costs.
