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RESOLUTION
ADOPTED AT THE MEETING OF THE EXECUTIVE

COMMITTEE OF THE MFUCTO
held in Mumbai on Sunday, 28 th June 2009

1. WHEREAS the MFUCTO Executive Committee
at its meeting held in Mumbai on 19th April 2009
considered the long pending demands of the teachers in
the Universities and Colleges in Maharashtra and also the
callous act of neglect on the part of the Government
of Maharashtra to even grant a meeting to the
MFUCTO to negotiate and find democratic solutions to
the long-pending problems affecting thousands of teachers
in the State

and

2. WHEREAS the said meeting of the MFUCTO
adopted a MOVEMENT RESOLUTION to compel the
Government to hold negotiations with the MFUCTO and
resolve the issues through negotiated settlement and
whereas MFUCTO communicated the said Resolution
to the Hon'ble Minister for Higher & Technical
Education Shri Rajesh Tope and also to the Chief
Minister Shri Ashok Chavan by letters dated 20" and 21¢
April 2009 and submitting to them the Charter of Demands
with a request to grant a meeting to the Organization for
discussion and settlement of the long pending issues

and

3. WHEREAS all the affiliated units of the MFUCTO
organized demonstrations on 15" June 2009 at the
offices of the Joint Directors of Higher Education
through out the State of Maharashtra and submitted
letters to the Hon’ble Minister for Higher & Technical
Education Shri Rajesh Tope together with copies of the
MFUCTO Resolution and the Charter of Demands
renewing the call for giving a meeting to the MFUCTO to
resolve the long pending Demands of teachers in
Maharashtra

and

4. WHEREAS all the affiliated units of the MFUCTO
organized demonstrations on 22nd June 2009 outside
offices of the District Collectors through out the State
of Maharashtra and submitted letters to the Hon’ble Chief
Minister Shri Ashok Chavan together with copies of the
MFUCTO Resolution and the Charter of Demands
renewing once again the call for giving a meeting to the
MFUCTO to resolve the long pending Demands of teachers
in Maharashtra

and

5.  WHEREAS consequent on the letter dated 16th
June 2009 issued by the Higher & Technical Education
Department on the NET/SET qualification condition
MFUCTO held a meeting with Dr. R.V.Kirdak, Director
of Higher Education, Maharashtra State on Monday,
22nd June 2009 to discuss the implementation of the
directions contained in the said letter which did not yield
any result except that the said official desired to seek
clarifications in the matter from the Government

and

6. WHEREAS the Hon’ble Minister stated on the floor
of the Legislative Council that as per the UGC Regulations
dated 4-4-2000, NET/SET was compulsory, it was also

admitted by him that Proviso 2 made it clear that these
regulations shall not be applicable to cases where
selections of the candidates to the teaching posts have
been made prior to the enforcement of these regulations
and to a question whether the service of the teachers
appointed prior to 4-4-2000 would be counted from the date
of their appointments for the purpose of Placements in
senior scale and selection grade, the Hon’ble Minister
answered in the affirmative

and

7. WHEREAS however, though the letter dated 16/
6/2009 of the Higher & Technical Education Department
addressed to the Director of Higher Education stated that
the UGC Regulations dated 4-4-2000 were ‘spasht’, the
Director of Higher Education in the written Minutes of his
meeting with MFUCTO held on 22nd June 2009 stated
that ‘spashtikarn’ was required, leading to a totally
confusing state of affairs

and

8. WHEREAS in spite of the sincere efforts of the
MFUCTO to get the pending demands settled through
negotiations with the government, so far the government
has not shown any indication of its intention to have
negotiations started with the State-level Federation
of University and College Teachers

and

9. WHEREAS there is no progress in respect of the
implementation of the Sixth Pay Commission pack-
age in spite of 80% of the additional expenditure coming
as financial assistance from the Central Government to the
Government of Maharashtra,

NOW THEREFORE THIS MEETING OF THE
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE MFUCTO calls upon
the teachers in all the Non-agricultural Universities and
Colleges affiliated to them in the State of Maharashtra to
go ahead with further actions proposed in the
Resolution dated 19th April 2009, viz.,

ONE DAY MASS CASUAL on Monday 6th July 2009
and

INDEFINITE CEASE WORK from Tuesday, 14" July
2009 in all the Universities and affiliated colleges to press
for a total settlement of all the long pending demands
contained in the Charter of Demands submitted by the
MFUCTO to the Hon’ble Chief Minister and Hon’ble Minister
for Higher & Technical Education and continue with the
cease work till a negotiated settlement is reached with
the Government.

Nothing has come out
of the said meeting and there is only an attempt to delay the
benefits flowing from the said government letter to the teachers.

The stand of the Director of Higher Education is inexplicable
inasmuch as he has sought clarifications from the Government
though UGC Regulations dated 4-4-2000 is crystal clear in respect
of imposing of NET qualification condition on teachers who
are already in service prior to 4-4-2000 viz.,

"Provided further that these regulations shall not be
applicable to cases where selections of the candidates having
had the then requisite minimum qualification as were existing at
that time through duly constituted Selection Committees for
making appointments to the teaching posts have been made
prior to the enforcement of these regulations."

This has led to a stalemate in spite of your good intention
as the Hon’ble Minister for Higher & Technical Education of
following up your statement on the floor of the Maharashtra
Legislative Council by direction to issue the letter dated 16/6/

2009.

In view of this it is the request of the MFUCTO to
immediately hold discussion with the Executive Committee of
the MFUCTO on the long pending demands contained in the
Charter of Demands.

Sub: Demonstration of University & College Teachers in
Maharashtra under the MFUCTO

Hon’ble Minister, Sir:

1. You are aware that MFUCTO at its meeting held on 19t
April 2009 adopted a Resolution to protest against the
Government’s failure to resolve the long-pending problems of
university and college teachers in Maharashtra and also in not
resolving the problem of NET/SET qualification condition
wrongly introduced on about 10,000 teachers and also not
implementing the Sixth Pay Commission revised pay scales for
teachers.

2. MFUCTO had also sought a meeting with you to discuss
and resolve the demands contained in the Charter of Demands.
Unfortunately no such meeting has so far been convened by
you.

3. In the meantime, on 15™ June 2009 and 22™ June 2009
outside the offices of the Joint Director of Higher Education
and District Collectors in the State, teachers have held
demonstration and sent to you as Hon’ble Higher & Technical
Education Minister and also to the Hon’ble Chief Minister the
MFUCTO Resolution on the struggle as also the Charter of
Demands.

4. On 22 June 2009 at the meeting of the Executive
Committee of the MFUCTO held at Pune two Resolutions were
adopted viz., (i) on implementation of revised sixth pay
commission scales as recommended by the Union HRD Ministry
and the UGC; and (ii) on NET/SET qualification in respect of
teachers appointed in the State of Maharashtra on or after 19-
9-1991 till 11-12-1999 or 4-4-2000.

5. The second Resolution which is enclosed herewith
refers to relevant facts and documents, viz.,

One high-level officer of the Directorate of Higher Education
of our State by Order dated 28" October 2004 intimated all
concerned directing them "to prepare personal particulars for
claiming exemption from NET/SET in respect of all Lecturers
who have joined service after 19/9/1991 and not cleared NET/
SET exam". He did not stop at that but in that document it was
also intimated that "this work should be completed within one
month by every University, viz., before 27/11/2004. In respect
of the subject matter contained in the direction it was the last
opportunity"”. Unfortunately the use of the term "last
opportunity™ in the said direction led to a panic situation all
over Maharashtra and thousands of cases came to be sent to
the UGC. Thiswas an extremely irresponsible act pushing the
administration to a low level of reputation and this was done
personally by a single concerned officer. Through a high level
enquiry it is necessary to find out whether it was done by that
officer alone or whether there was any other person’s
involvement in the issuance of such order. The MFUCTO
Executive Committee also resolved to demand appropriate
action against the concerned official/s.

UGC Regulation dated 4-4-2004 though it was stated in the
beginning that NET/SET shall be compulsory eligibility

condition, in the said Notification itself there were 2 Provisos,
of whichProvisoNo.2 is as under:

"Provided further that these regulations shall not be
applicable to such cases where selections of the candidates
having had the then requisite minimum qualifications as were
existing at the time through duly constituted selection
committees for making appointments to the teaching posts have
been madel prior to the enforcement of these regulations".

Which cases came up before the Hon’ble High Court at
Aurangabad Bench is contained in the Annexure to the
Judgment of the Hon’ble Court dated 20/2/2002 and it appears
at para.17 as under:

"The Petitioners who are before us could be categorized in
the following groups:

a. appointees from 12th Dec 1999 to 3rd April 2000.
b. Appointees from13thJune2000 to 18th October 2001.
c. appointees from 4thApril 2000 to 12th June2000."

Though the Hon’ble High Court had directed that 12 months
cases of NET/SET be sent, due to the above direction, the
cases of the last 12 years were sent.

In the Judgment delivered on 20/2/2002 on W.P. N0.5022 of
2001 the Hon’ble High Court also clearly stated as under:

"We also hold that the cases of candidates appointed from
12 October 1999 till 18th October 2001 are required to be
examined so as to ascertain the applicability of the first proviso
to clause 2 of the 1991 Regulations as well as 2000 Regulations
before their services are sought to be terminated by the
respective Universities and/or Colleges/institutions"

Though in the Hon’ble High Court Judgment 104 cases
given in the annexure are to be sent to UGC for verification for
exemption from NET/SET and UGC to take decision, due to that
officer’s Order, thousands of cases of Maharashtra were sent
to Delhi.

The act of the said Officer was against the Judgment of the
Hon’ble High Court. Even though there was no direction from
the Government and UGC and/or the Court, thousands of cases
were sent to the UGC which was against the order of the Hon’ble
High Court. As a result the Government stood criticized from
all angles. This is only due to the said direction of the officer.
By this act in the education sector, unpleasantness was created.

6. In view of the aforesaid, MFUCTO requests your
goodself to Order a high power enquiry committee being
appointed to go into the question in all its aspects.
