(2) The following proviso be added at the end of the
Article VII, namely :-

Provided that the amount of deposit in any one Sched-
uled Bank or Co-operative Bank shall not be more than
Rs. 1 Lac.

Notes : (1) Article X of the Constitution of NUTA reads
as follows:- “(a) Proposal to amend the Constitution may come
with fourteen clear days notice either from the Executive Com-
mittee or from one fifth of the total membership of the Asso-
ciation. (b) The Constitution shall stand amended if the pro-
posal is approved by a majority of not less than two third of
the members present and voting in its General Body Meet-
ing.”

Long term fixed deposits, as men-
tioned in the second proviso of Article I1I, may be invested in
fixed deposit Receipts of Nationalised Banks or in such units
of Unit Trust of India or such other Securities of Government
and Semi Government Corporations as may be decided by
the Executive Committee and the accounts shall be operated
jointly by the Secretary and the Treasurer of the Association.

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SECRETARY’S REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE ASSOCIATION FOR

THE YEAR ENDING ON 31st DECEMBER, 2000.

Prepared by the Executive Committee of NUTA under article (VI) (b) (i) of the Constitution of NUTA and
presented by Secretary on behalf of the NUTA Executive.

Dear friends,

(1) It gives me great pleasure to accord you all a cordial
welcome on behalf of the Executive Committee of NUTA
and my own behalf. It is indeed a proud privilege for me
to place before this august body a brief account of our
activities and achievements during the year 2000.

(2) Right from its inception, NUTA has been
committed to the cause of the welfare of the teachers’
community. In keeping with this commitment, the
organisation took up several issues concerning teachers
during the period of this report.

(3) During the current year, the organisation achieved
success in getting a few of our demands fulfilled by the
Government. The President of the organisation, Prof.
B.T.Deshmukh followed up the issues in the legislative
council with his usual perseverance and got the relevant
orders issued by the Government. They include G.R.
dated 27th January, 2000 on revision of pay scales of
Medical Education drugs Department Teachers in
Government/Dental and Ayurvedic Colleges and G.R.
dated 1st January, 2000 on implementation of the Vth
Pay Commission Scales to the Teachers and non-teachers
working in non- government aided technical institutions
at plus two level.

(4)PARTICIPATION IN ACTION PROGRAMME:

(a) The members of NUTA participated in the various
action programmes in response to the call given by
AIFUCTO and MFUCTO from time to time to press for

the solution of pending problems of the teaching
community. AIFUCTO had given a call of Dharna at
New Delhi to highlight the demands of 1] More funds
for Education in general and Elementary Education in
particular. 2] No retreat of the government from funding
higher education 3] Protect secular values in Education
and resist communalisation of Education 4] Full
implementation of agreement between AIFUCTO and the
government of India. 5] Issue of orders on revision of
pay scales in the states of Bihar and Assam 6] Immediate
payment of full arrears by the Central Government to the
states. A large number of teachers from Nagpur and
Amravati University area participated in the Dharna.

(b) MFUCTO had given a call for letter agitation
programme, which was to be undertaken between 1st
November and 5th November, 2000. In response,
hundreds of teachers from Nagpur and Amravati
University area sent letters to the Chief Minister
reiterating the contention of the organisation that the NET-
SET qualifications were to the candidates and not to the
teachers already in service.

(5) COLLEGE UNIT AND TALUKA UNIT
ELECTIONS :

(a) The programme of college unit elections was
announced and notice to that effect was issued on page
number 58 of NUTA Bulletin of 2000. Accordingly, all
the college unit elections were conducted smoothly on
24th April, 2000.

(b) Taluka units of NUTA were created for the first

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time after making necessary amendments in the bye-laws
of the constitution. The programme of Taluka Unit
Elections was announced and notice to that effect was
issued on page N0.92 of 2000 NUTA Bulletin. In
accordance with the same, all the Taluka Unit Elections
were conducted peacefully on 20th November, 2000 at 4
p.m. simultaneously.

(6) You are all aware that after coming into force of
the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994, elections to the
senate and various authorities were held in all the
universities in the state. The organisation worked hard
through their elected representatives to better the
functioning of the universities. However, some of the
political sections mounted pressure on the government
to bring in amendments to the act seeking to weaken the
strength of teachers’ organisations.

(7) Succumbing to these pressures, the government
hurriedly undertook the exercise of amending a less than
5 years old Act and instead of seeking mandate of the
legislature, took recourse to issuance of an Ordinance to
enforce these amendments. Without holding any discus-
sion with the sections which might be affected by such
amendments, the Government promulgated an ordinance
No IX of 2000, dated 12th of May, 2000 introducing
amendments to as many as 61 sections, subsections of
the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994 in the name of
providing for adequate representation to the lower and
neglected strata of the society including women and rec-
ognised reserved categories. In fact, the amendments
apparently aimed at providing increased representation
to the managements and allowing the Government to
tighten its grip over the universities. The speed with which
the government forced these amendments into the uni-
versity functioning was not only amassing but also un-
called for.

The MFUCTO, however, reacted quickly and its team
led by the then secretary Prof. Sambhajirao Jadhao sat
for 3 days continuously to examine the ordinance and
framed 28 amendments to the amendments proposed in
the said ordinance along with an explanatory Note. The
original Legislative Assembly Bill No. 44 Maharashtra
Universities (Amendments) Bill, 2000 was tabled in the
Assembly on the 27th of July, 2000 which was passed as
it is amidst din consequent to peculiar political develop-
ments. The said Bill was then listed in the Business of the
Legislative Council on the Ist  of
August, 2000. Based on the spadework done by
MFUCTO, Prof. B.T.Deshmukh, P.M.Patil,
V.U.Daigavane, Suresh Patil, and Nanasaheb Boraste had
submitted 28 amendments to the Bill and the copies of
the same were also distributed in the house. However, it
could not come up for discussion on the same day. And
thereafter it was never presented in the House by the
Government in that session obviously because of the
amendments proposed by our representatives and also
due to the likelihood of the Bill being rejected.

Consequently, The Governor of Maharashtra had to
promulgate the maharashtra Universities (Amendment and
continuance) Ordinance, 2000 on the 25th of August,
2000 as the original Ordinance was to cease to operate
on the 27th August, 2000 and the Government had nearly
failed to get its ordinance converted into an Act of the
State Legislature. The Government was further forced to
held discussions with the Hon'ble members of the Legis-
lative Council and consider their suggestions. Most of
the amendments proposed by Prof. B.T.Deshmukh and
his colleagues were admitted and fresh ordinance in the
form of Maharashtra Universities (Amendment and con-
tinuance) (Amendment) ordinance, 2000 dated 9th of
October, 2000 incorporating these proposals was prom-
ulgated.

At a later stage, the Bill was tabled in both the Houses

and was approved with a few more amendments. Here,
we place on record our sincere thanks to MFUCTO for
its timely efforts and to Prof. B.T.Deshmukh and his
colleagues for their vigilance and brilliant participation
in the House but for which the amendments could not
have come about in their present form.

(8) UNIVERSITY SENATE ELECTIONS :

During this year, elections to the Amravati University
senate were held in accordance with the amended Act.
And I am glad to inform this august gathering that the
electorate showed overwhelming faith in the organisation
and elected as many as 15 candidates unopposed to the
senate and 7 to the Academic Council from different
categories. Thus in Amravati University Senate Elections,
most of the elected representatives were from the panel
fielded by the organisation. I congratulate all of them
and assure this house that they will work towards the
fulfilment of the commitments made in the election
manifesto.

(9) ELECTION TO MFUCTO EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE :

On 20th of August, 2000 election to Executive
Committee of MFUCTO was held for the term of two
years. I am glad to inform you that the following
representatives of NUTA were elected unopposed to the
body. They include Prof.A.W.Dhage and Dr.D.U.Pochhi
(both Vice- Presidents), Prof.S.T.Sangle (Joint
Secretary), Prof. B.T.Deshmukh, Prof.S.A.Tiwari,
Prof.A.G.Somwanshi, Dr.E.H.Kathale, Dr.R.B.Golait,
Prof.V.B.Dhone and Prof.M.D.Misal (Executive
Committee Members). I congratulate them on your behalf
on their election to this important body.

(10) TASKS AHEAD :

Though the revised scales of pay have been
implemented in Maharashtra, the process of release of
arrears on account of revision of pay-scales has been rather
very slow. In most of the colleges where the arrears have
been released, only 80% of the amount has been paid.
To ensure full payment of arrears to the teachers will be
an important task ahead of us. Secondly, the G.R. on
revision of the pay-scales for the social work college
teachers under the Department of Social Welfare has not
yet been issued. The government will have to be moved
for the immediate issuance of the G.R.

(11) MEMBERSHIP OF NUTA:

The NUTA membership has reached upto 4344 at the
end of year. This year the increase in membership is 483.

(a) I am glad to inform you that NUTA Bulletin has
completed its 25th year of its purposeful existence. This
year we have circulated 120 pages of NUTA bulletin. If
you go through the NUTA bulletin from first to the last
page, you will find that NUTA Executive has tried to
give up-to-date information to all its members about their
problems and how the NUTA Executive particularly its
President Prof. B.T.Deshmukh has focussed them at
Maharashtra Govt. level through the Legislative Council.

(b) I am thankful to the press and their representatives
both from Nagpur and Amravati areas, for wide coverage
of the activities of the Association. This report shall not
be complete unless I acknowledge the active cooperation
and support of all the members of NUTA and also from
non members i.e. University, College and Junior College
Teachers in the activities of the Association and response
given by them to the various calls given by NUTA from
time to time.

Only those candidates who, besides fulfuling the
minimum qualifications prescribed for the post of a
Lecturer, Librarian and Physical Education staff, have
qualified in a comprehensive test to be conducted for the
purpose, will be eligible for appointment. The detailed
scheme for conducting the test including its design, the
agencies to be employed in the conduct of the test, content,
administration etc. will be worked out by the University
Grants Commission keeping in view the requirement of
the media of instructions followed by the different
Universities and Colleges and other relevant
considerations. For purposes of recruitment to the post of
Lecturer/Librarian/Director/Instructor of Physical
Education in Colleges and Principals of Colleges, the
composition of the Selection Committee has already been
laid down in Appendix accompanying Government
Resolution, Education and Youth Services Department
No.USG 1177/129387/XXXII (Cell), dated 25th October,
1977, The same precedure should continue to be in
operation till it is suitably replaced by the University Grants
Commission. In order to enable all the members of the
Selection Committee to attend the meeting a minimum
notice of fifteen days from the date of issue of letter if
necessary.

Universities are requested to evolve, if they have not
evolved, a reasonable quantified system of evaluation for
the purpose of selection to the post of Lecturer/Assitant
Librarian/Deputy Librarian /Director/Deputy Director/
Assistant Director of Physical Education, Principal, till the
details of the comprehensive test is received from the
University Grants Commission. Such evaluation system
should be followed by the aforesaid Selection Committees
to ensure minimum standards.

Deputy Librarian/Director/Deputy Director/Assistant
