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SECRETARY’S REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE ASSOCIATION FOR THE YEAR
ENDING ON 31st DECEMBER, 2002.

Prepared by the Executive Committee of NUTA under article (VI) (b) (ii) of the
Constitution of NUTA and presented by Secretary on
behalf of the NUTA Executive.

Dear friends,

(1) It gives me great pleasure to accord you all a
cordial welcome on behalf of the Executive Commit-
tee of NUTA and my own behalf. It is indeed a proud
privilege for me to place before this august body a
brief account of our activities and achievements dur-
ing the year 2002.

(2) Right from its inception, NUTA has been com-
mitted to the cause of the welfare of the teachers’ com-
munity. In keeping with this commitment, the
organisation took up several issues concerning teach-
ers during the period of this report.

(3) During the current year, the organisation
achieved success in getting a few of our demands ful-
filled by the Government. Some important Govt.
Resolutions were issued during the reporting year,
They include G.R. dated 11th January, 2002 and 15th
May, 2002 on increase in D.A. to the government
employees and others and G.R.dated 18th May, 2002
on release of D.A. to retired employees.

(4) Though the G.R.dated 18.12.1999 was issued
regarding Vth pay-Scales to the teachers working in
private Engineering Colleges, the managements were
reluctant to implement the same. As a matter of fact,
it was Prof. B.T.Deshmukh, President, NUTA and
his associates in the Legislative Council with their par-
liamentary skills and preseverance, who were respon-
sible for getting the relevant orders issued by the State
Government. You are aware that now in Maharashtra,
107 private Unaided Engineering Colleges out of 110
have implemented the Vth Pay-Scales to their teach-
ers.

(5) PARTICIPATION IN ACTION PRO-
GRAMS :

(a) The members of NUTA participated in the vari-
ous action programmes in response to the call given
by AIFUCTO and MFUCTO from time to time to press
for the solution of pending problems of the teaching
community.

(b) AIFUCTO's Goa Conference.

The 23rd Annual Academic Conference of the
AIFUCTO, hosted by the University and College
Teachers' Association of Goa was held from 25th to
27th October, 2002 at Panji. Goa Conference was very
very successful in all respects. It adopted an impor-
tant resolution on movement, (circulated on page No.
87 of 2002 NUTA Bulletin) I am glad to report to this
august body that thirteen NUTA delegates attended
the conference and participated actively in the delib-
erations. The participant delegates were :- Dr.
E.H.Kathale, Prof. A.W.Dhage, Dr.R.B.Golait, Prof.
M.D.Misal, Prof. D.R.Satpute, Prof. G.B.Wankar,
Prof. S.S.Hajare, Prof. Y.D.Shambharkar, Prof.
V.D.Ambade, Prof. P.S.Meshram, Dr. S.C.Waikar,
Dr. Sadhana waikar and Prof. M.G.Lomte.

(c) Agitation against the setting up of Deptt. of
Karmakand and Vedic Astrology in Nagpur
University.

You are aware that NUTA submitted a memoran-
dum to the Vice-Chancellor of Nagpur University on

13th March, 2002 with a request not to place the item
regarding Setting Up of Deptt. of Karmakand and
Vedic Astrology in Nagpur University on the agenda
of the meeting of the Academic Council which was
scheduled for 16th March, 2002. However, our re-
quest was turned down by the Vice-Chancellor. NUTA
had decided to oppose this move and call was given
to the teachers of Nagpur University to participate in
demonstrations on the 16th March, 2002. Various like
minded organizations also supported our move and
participated in mass demonstrations. The demonstra-
tions proved to be successful. I thank all my fellow
teachers and like minded organizations who partici-
pated in this agitation.

(d) Non-payment of Vth pay arrears in Nagpur
Region. You are aware that though the revised scales
of Vth pay have been implemented in Maharashtra,
the process of release of arrears on account of revi-
sion of pay-scales has been rather very slow.

Prof. B.T.Deshmukh, President, NUTA because
of his parliamentary skills succeeded in getting the
positive assurances from the Education Minister (H.E.)
for making necessary funds available for the payment
of remaining amount of arrears. Even after the re-
lease of funds, the process of disbursement of arrears
was slow in Nagpur University area. NUTA had de-
cided to organize demonstrations in front of Joint
Director's Office on 19.09.2002 at Nagpur. Because
of our united strength Dr. Sontakke, Joint Director of
Nagpur region invited the leaders of NUTA for dis-
cussion. He assured that the remaining payment of
Vth pay arrears would be disbursed within a week. I
am happy to inform the House that the process of pay-
ment of arrears has been completed as promised by
J.D.

(6) AGITATION AGAINST VIOLATION OF
STATUTE 53 BY THE VICE-CHANCELLOR OF
NAGPUR UNIVERSITY :

Friends, you are all aware how the issue of statute
53 is of prime importance to the teachers working in
affiliated colleges. According to statute 53, right to
grant permission to such termination vests with the
Executive Council. The Vice-Chancellor of Nagpur
University had granted permission to the termination
of teachers by violating the provisions of statute 53.
On receiving information, Secretary, NUTA imme-
diately wrote to the Vice-Chancellor on 18.07.2002,
requesting him to withdraw such permission. Since,
the Vice-Chancellor took no positive steps, NUTA de-
cided to organize mass demonstrations on 19.08.2002
in front of University Office. NUTA office bearers
had organized district meetings at district places of
college teachers working in Nagpur University area
to mobilize for the programme.

NUTA members of Nagpur University area stood
firmly with the organization and decided to partici-
pate in large numbers in mass demonstrations on
19.08.2002. In the mean time, realizing the strength
of the organization, the Vice-Chancellor of Nagpur
University issued direction No. 22/2002 restoring the
right to grant such permission with the Management
Council. The Vice-Chancellor vide his communica-
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tion No. Vc/724 dated 13.08.2002 informed the Sec-
retary, NUTA regarding issuance of direction and re-
quested to cancel the proposed agitation. NUTA of-
fice -bearers took stock of the situation and decided
to cancel the agitation of 19/08/2002.

I congratulate all my teachers fellows for this vic-
tory and also thank them for exhibiting solidarity on
the issue of prime importance.

(7) ELECTION TO MFUCTO EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE :

On 15th September, 2002 election to Executive
Committee of MFUCTO was held. I am glad to in-
form you that the following representatives of NUTA
were elected unopposed to the body. They include
DR.E.H.Kathale (President), Prof. A.W.Dhage and
Dr.D.U.Pochhi (Both Vice-Presidents), Prof. B.T.
Deshmukh, Prof.S.A.Tiwari, Prof. A.G.Somvanshi,
Dr.R.B.Golait, Prof. M.D.Misal and Prof. V.B.Dhone
(Executive Committee Members). I congratulate them
on your behalf on their election to this important body.

(8) 25 YEARS' SERVICE OF NUTA BULLE-
TIN :

As you already know the general Body of NUTA
at its meeting held on 19th September, 1999 had di-
rected the NUTA Executive to publish special issues
on important issues and themes concerning our pro-
fession during the year 2001. NUTA Executive had
appealed to all its members time and again to contrib-
ute Rs. 1000/- for this purpose. Though the response
to this appeal in the beginning was not very encour-
aging, the Executive Committee had decided to launch
the venture after the receipt of a minimum response
in this behalf, and I am happy to inform this august
body that we have been successful in brining out as
many as 13 NUTA special bulletin issues.

(9) ELECTION TO THE LEGISLATIVE
COUNCIL FROM AMRAVATI DIVISION
TEACHERS' CONSTITUENCY :

You are all aware that the Vidarbha Madhyamik
Shikshak Sangh had declared the candidature of
Shri.Vansantrao Dadarao Khotre from Amaravati Di-
vision teachers constituency. NUTA had already taken
a policy decision about mutual understanding for the
election of teachers and graduate constituency. Ac-
cordingly NUTA had decided to give support to the
candidature of Shir Khotre. NUTA office-bearers
from Amravati region toured and addressed the meet-
ings of the teachers and appealed to the voters to vote
in favour of Shri Khotre. Friends, I am glad to in-
form to the House that Shri. Vasnatrao Dadarao
Khotre was elected with a thumping Majority. I con-
gratulate Shri.V.D.Khotre on his glaring victory.

(10) PROBLEM OF NET\SET AFFECTED
TEACHERS

Friends, you are aware that Government of
Maharashtra, has issued a G.R. dated 18th October,
2001 whereby teachers' appointed on or after
11.12.1999 were to be terminated before completion
of their probation period. Some of the teachers from
different Universities of Maharashtra were issued ter-
mination orders and other teachers falling in this cat-
egory were in the process of issuance of termination
orders as a consequence of resolution dated
18.10.2001. These teachers had filed petitions before
the Mumbai High Court and benches of Mumbai High
Court at Nagpur and Aurangabad and they were
granted status-quo/stay. Ultimately their petitions were
clubbed for final hearing by Hon'ble Mumbai High
Court. You are also aware that Mumbai High Court
has delivered an important judgment in respect of this

bunch of petitions on 18.04.2002. According to this
decision of the Mumbai High Court a time bound
programme was given to submit the proposals to the
UGC for contentions of relaxation by the respective
Universities before 18th December, 2002. I am glad
to inform you that in both the Universities proposals
of these teachers were submitted within prescribed
time limit. I am also pleased to inform you that the
NUTA representatives elected on different bodies of
Amravati and Nagpur Universities were active in
framing and finalizing these proposals based on sound
footing.

(11) TASKS AHEAD :

a) After implementation of the revised scales of
pay with effect from 01.01.1996, the scheme of ca-
reer advancement was required to be implemented in
its real spirit. However, Joint Directors of the respec-
tive regions are creating hurdles by issuing circular
inconsistent with the provision of G.R. The affected
teachers will have to see that the C.A.S. is implemented
in its true sense and if necessary will have to move
the legal forums for compelling the Director of Higher
Education to withdraw the contradictory circulars is-
sued by Joint Directors. .

b) The discrimination caused by the Government
regarding the date of implementation of fifth pay com-
mission pay scales to the teachers of unaided engi-
neering colleges has also not been done away with. It
would be an important task for us to see that justice is
done to them.

¢) Ambani-Birla report along with the Waghmare
Committee Report has posed a serious challenge be-
fore the field of Education in general and higher edu-
cation in particular It will have to be fought tooth and
nail in the years to come. The issue pertaining to the
librarians and the Directors of physical education will
have also to be addressed.

d) The teachers working in the affiliated social work
colleges have not been paid their partial amount of
arrears of Vth pay as yet. This will be another impor-
tant task before the organization.

(12) MEMBERSHIP OF NUTA:

The NUTA membership has reached upto 4761 at
the end of the year. This year the increase in mem-
bership is 79.

(a) I am glad to inform you that NUTA bulletin has
completed its 27th year of its purposeful existence.
This year we have circulated 92 pages of NUTA bul-
letin. If you go through the NUTA bulletin from first
to the last page, you will find that NUTA Executive
has tried to give up-to-date information to all its mem-
bers about their problems and how the NUTA Execu-
tive particularly its President Prof. B.T.Deshmukh has
focussed them at Maharashtra Govt. level through the
Legislative Council.

(b) I am thankful to the press and their representa-
tives both from Nagpur and Amravati areas, for wide
coverage of the activities of the Association. This re-
port shall not be complete unless I acknowledge the
active cooperation and support of all the members of
NUTA and also from non members i.e. University,
College and Junior College Teachers in the activities
of the Association and response given by them to the
various calls given by NUTA from time to time.

We have heard the learned counsel for the parties. Rule.
Respondents waive service. By consent the petition is taken
up for hearing.

2. Petitioner nos. 1 to 17. 19 and 22 are serving as
assistant teachers in CIDCO Madhyamik Vidhyalaya,
CIDCO, Nasik, hereinafter referred to as the said school,
Whereas petitioner no.18 is serving as head master in the
said school. The said school is a private school conducted
by the respondent no.4 Municipal Corporation. It was
established in 1980 and was granted approval by the State
Government with effect from June 1980. The Petitioners
were appointed as assistant teachers in the said school from
time to time and the petitioner no. 18 was promoted as
head master of the said school. The State Government in
Education and Employment Department issued a
Government Resolution dated 2.9.1989 whereby the State
Government made applicable revised pay scale to the
teaching and non teaching staff in non Government schools,
primary schools, secondary schools. In accordance with the
Annexure A to E to the Government Resolution dated
2.9.1989. It seems that the Central Government had
introduced the senior pay scale and selection pay scale to
the teachers as per the recommendation of National
Commission appointed under the Presidential Chairmanship
of prof. D.P. Chatopadhya. By the said Government
Resolution the State Government has made applicable senior
pay scale and selection pay scale on the same lines to the
teachers in the State of Maharashtra.

3. In the instant case we are concerned with clause 9 of
the aforesaid Government Resolution dated 2.9.1989 which
speaks about the applicability of the revised pay scales to
the employees of the school. Under clause 9 of the said
Government Resolution the teachers in non Government
Schools, aided primary schools. Secondary schools, higher
secondary schools, technical schools etc in the State have
been given 3 tyre pay scales with effect from 1.1.1986 in

accordance with the Central Government i.e. basic pay scale,
senior pay scale and selection pay scale on certain conditions.
By circulars dated 15.1.1990 and 13.9.1990 the State
Government issued certain clarifications in respect of
implementation of Government Resolution dated 2.9.1989
and we shall refer to the said circulars shortly.

4. As per the Government Resolution dated 2.9.1989
and after considering the report of the Deputy Commissioner
Nasik Municipal Corporation Nasik and the Head Master,
CIDCO Madhyamik Vidhyalaya, CIDCO Nasik, the
petitioners were given revised pay scale from 1996 vide
order dated 18.10.1996 as all petitioners have completed
12 years service in CIDCO Madhyamik Vidylaya.
Accordingly the petitioners were paid revised pay scale w.
e. f. 18.10.1996 till May 2000. By the impugned order
dated 8.6.2000 passed by the Accounts Officer, Education
Department Nasik it was held that in order to be eligible
for the senior pay scale what is required is 12 years qualified
service and 12 years qualified service should be from
the date from which the school was brought on grant
basis. It was further held that since CIDCO Madhyamik
Vidhyalaya was brought on grant with effect from 1.6.1991
the petitioners were not entitled for the senior pay scale for
the period of 12 years from 1.6.1991 and therefore the pay
scale granted earlier was illegal and therefore, the impugned
order was issued for the cancellation of the same and
recovery was directed of the excess amount.

5. Having heared the learned counsel for the parties we
are of the opinion the impugned order is exfacie illegal and
contrary to various Government Resolutions issued by the
State Government. On a bare perusal of the impugned order
it is seen that it is based on clause (c) of the Circular
dated 15.1.1990. Before referring to the Circulardated
15.1.1990 we may examine the scheme under clause 9 of
the Government Resolution dated 2.9.1989 which prescribes
3 tyre payscales to the teachers. By clause 9 the teachers
were given revised pay scale from 1.1.1996 in
accordance with the Central Government i.e. basic pay scale,
senior pay scale and selection pay scale on certain conditions.
Clause 9 further provides that there will be one class of the
head master and after qualified service of 12 years on that
post senior pay scale will be given. Clause 9 also puts
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conditions before candidate makes himself eligible to the
senior payscale. The conditions are as follows :

a) 12 years qualified service with educational
qualification.

b) The work of the candidate should be at the satisfaction
of the Committee appointed for this purpose.

¢) The candidate must have completed training of 3
weeks.

6. It may be mentioned at this stage that the Government
Resolution dated 2.9.1989 nowhere mentions that the
qualified service of 12 years should be from the school
which is brought on grant basis. It is required to be
noted that the qualification prescribed for the aided
school are the same in the unaided school and there are
no separate rules for unaided school which is receiving
grant and school which is not receiving grant. Under
the circumstances it is not correct to assume that the 12
years service should be from aided school only. It is seen
that respondent no.1 has relied upon clause (c) of
Government Resolution dated 13.9.1980 which reads as
under :

“Whether senior pay scale can be given to teachers who
have worked for some years in one secondary school and
some years in another school and some years in higher
secondary school - totaling 12 years period.”

The above provision speaks about the service of teachers
in two or more schools which can be clubbed for the purpose
of computation of 12 years. Explanation to clause (c) merely
states that if both or all the schools are brought on grant
then services in these schools can be accounted for the
computation of the 12 years qualified service. In the instant
case the petitioners have worked in the same school i.e.
CIDCO Madhyamik Vidyalaya right from their
appointements.Clause (c) is thus clearly inapplicable to the
petitioners. The Government Resolution nowhere
prescribes that entire service of 12 years has to be in the
aided school and therefore when the teachers are working
in the said schools they are entitled to revised payscale after
completion of 12 years. The impugned order dated 8.6.2000
cannot therefore be sustained.

7. In the result petition succeeds. Rule is made absolute
in terms of prayer (b) with no order as to costs.

The Petitioners are Lecturers taking vocational courses for higher secondary classes in the Secondary/Junior
Colleges in the State of Maharashtra. They are given pay-scale of Rs. 500-900. The grievance of the petitioners is
that the pay scale paid to the other lecturers in the Junior Colleges is Rs.600-30-750-EB-1030 from 1st June, 1982,
although prior to 1-6-1982 their pay scales were identical. The submission thus that the treatment given to the
lecturers taking vocational courses is arbitrary and discriminatory and violative of Articles 14 and 16 of the Constitution.
In support of the above submission, reliance is placed upon the report of the Equivalence Committee consisting of
Mr. Justice N. B. Naik, Chairman, Mr. P. C. Kasbekar, Member and Mr. S .Ramakrishna, Member, in which the
view taken by the Committee is that differentiation between the teachers in the vocational courses and the other
teachers by fixing separate pay-scales for them is not justified. The said committee has re-commended that both the
categories should get revised pay-scale of Rs.1640-2900 which is actually revised to Rs. 2000-3200 with effect from
1-1-1986.

2. In view of the above report of the equivalence committee it is difficult for the learned counsel for the State to
justity the action of the Government fixing lower pay scale to the teachers in the vocational courses with effect from
1-6-1982. The petitioner are thus entitled to get the scale of Rs. 600 to Rs. 1030 which is the revised scale applicable
to the other teachers in the Junior College with effect from 1-6-1982. It is not in dispute that the revised scale of
Rs.2000 to Rs.3200 is given to the petitioners on the basis of the report of the equivalence committee from 1.1.86.

3. In the result the instant writ petition must succeed. The respondents 1 and 2 are directed to grant pay-scale of |
Rs.600-1030 to the petitioners with effect from 1-6-1982 till 1-1-1986 on which date new revised pay-scale of Rs. |
2000-3200 is given to them and pay all arrears arising therefrom within six months from the date of this order. Rule |
made absolute in the above terms. No order as to costs. |
