Sub : MFUCTO Movement Resolution
Dear Hon'ble Minister, Sir:

On behalf of the University and College teachers in
the State of Maharashtra, we address this letter to you as
the Hon'ble Minister for Higher Education in the State in
relation to problems faced by the teachers and also
Demands pending to be resolved at the level of the
Government of Maharashtra. In view of the change at the
helm of affairs in the Ministry of Higher Education as
also due to the Code of Conduct prevailing during Lok
Sabha and later on Maharashtra Legislative Assembly
elections, the problems have remained not only unresolved
but have increased in number and become more intensive.
The teaching community has borne the delay patiently.
Your immediate predecessor Hon'ble Shri Suresh Dada
Jain had agreed to meet to MFUCTO in connection with
the pending issues including the implementation of the
UGC Leave Package. However, it could not materialize
and in the meantime, you have taken charge of the said
Ministry.

2. At the meeting of the Executive Committee of the
MFUCTO held in Mumbai on Sunday, 13th March 2005,
the various issues facing the teaching community came to
be discussed threadbare. A Movement Resolution was
adopted unanimously a copy of which is enclosed to
this letter. From the Resolution it will be seen that the
MFUCTO has taken an assessment of omissions and
commissions of Dr. S.N. Pathan, Director of Higher
Education, Maharashtra State, during the period he has
been holding that office and illustrated the omissions and
commissions. His mishandling of the issue of Casual
Leave to University and College teachers, regular and
full salaries and allowances being not paid to the colleges
including his recent Circular to the colleges, not extending
the benefit of merging of 50% of DA into the Basic pay,
exhibiting a total ignorance of the GRs on appointment of
teachers on contract basis and EBC concessions, are some
of the acts that have shocked the teaching community.
While the teaching community in its entirety is affected
by such acts, many senior teachers are the worst affected.

3. The MFUCTO is also upset that many vital decisions
are being taken by the Government of Maharashtra such
as bringing into existence Private Self-financed

Universities, clubbing of subjects and so on without taking
the MFUCTO into confidence even though these decisions
are to have a direct adverse bearing on the University
and College teachers in the State.

4. The MFUCTO, demanding the removal of the
Director of Higher Education, Dr. S.N. Pathan, has
therefore decided on the Movement Resolution which
includes the following :

A. To call upon the Government of Maharashtra to
remove forthwith Dr. S.N. Pathan from the post of
Director of Higher Education, Maharashtra State,

B. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State to organize a STATE LEVEL MASSIVE
DHARNA of the University and College Teachers at the
Office of the Director of Higher Education, Pune, on
Monday, 11th April 2005 between 12 noon and 5 p.m.;

C. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State to organize a MASSIVE MORCHA to the
Office of the Director of Higher Education, Pune, on
Monday, 25th July 2005 at 2 p.m.;

D. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State to organize DEMONSTRATIONS at the
Offices of the Joint Directors of Higher Education in the
different regions on the First Monday in each of the
months of August, September, October and November
2005 at the time as may be convenient to the different
regions; and

E. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State in the event of the Government of Maharashtra
not resolving by then the pending issues, to organize an
INDEFINITE STRIKE of teachers from the Non-
Agricultural Universities in the State and the Colleges
affiliated to them from Monday, Sth December 2005.

5. Though the decision has been painful, the MFUCTO
has had to proceed in the matter to protect the interests of
the teachers and to save education in the State. The
MFUCTO would appreciate if your good self would give
an appointment to the Executive Committee of the
MFUCTO to hold discussion with you on these burning
issues.

MOVEMENT RESOLUTION

(adopted by the MFUCTO Executive Committee at its Meeting held on SUNDAY, 13th March 2005)

1. WHEREAS the Department of Higher Education
and the Director of Higher Education in the State of
Maharashtra (Dr. S.N. Pathan) have failed

(i) to release full and prompt salary grants to the
affiliated colleges in the State;

(ii) to pay the arrears arising from the
implementation of the revised scales of pay under the
Fifth Pay Commission recommendations to several
thousands of temporary, adhoc and part time Lecturers
in the colleges;

(iii) to pay the difference in salaries arising out of
the Placement benefits under the Career Advancement
Scheme;

(iv) to release and transfer the arrears of D.A. of
19 months in the GPF accounts of the teachers;

(v) to allocate and merge 50 per cent of the D.A.
into the basic pay of the teachers;

AND

2. WHEREAS THE MFUCTO is convinced that all
the above acts have been entirely due to the various
omissions and commissions of the Director of Higher
Education, Maharashtra State in view of his poor capacity
in appreciating the spirit of the Government Resolutions
issued from time to time and thus he has on so many
occasions issued Circulars contrary to the Government
Resolutions. Though the instances are many, only some
are quoted herebelow :

A. As per the provisions reflected in the Government
Resolution No. NGC-1277/122166/XXXII(Cell) dated
21st September 1977, the Director of Higher Education
is the overall charge of the Administration of and
Supervision over the Scheme to ensure regular and
full payment of salary and allowances at sanctioned
rates of the teaching and non-teaching staff of aided
non-government colleges in Arts, Science, Commerce
& Education in the State. The said GR in para. 1 states -

"The question of evolving a scheme to ensure regular
and full payment of salary and allowances at sanctioned
rates of the teaching and non-teaching staff of aided non-
government colleges in Arts, Science, Commerce &
Education in the State, was under the consideration of
Government for some time past. Government had
appointed a Committee in May 1977 under the
Chairmanship of the Director of Education (Higher
Education), Maharashtra State, Pune, comprising four
representatives each of the Managements of Colleges and
the Maharashtra Federation of University and College
Teachers Organizations to inter alia recommend a scheme
in this regard and submit it for the consideration of
Government. After full consideration of the
recommendations of the Committee, Government has
decided to approve a scheme for ensuring regular and
full payment of the salary and allowances at sanctioned
rates to the teaching and non-teaching staff of the
aforesaid aided non-Government colleges, as set out in
the Appendix attached to this Resolution..."

Para 2 of the said GR reads -
"2. The Director of Education (Higher Education),
Mabharashtra State, Pune, shall be in overall charge of

the administration of and supervision over the
scheme...."

In fact, even as recently as in February 2005 the
Director of Higher Education by his letter No. BUD/2004/
67890/A.T./Lekha-2 dated 23rd February 2005 directed
all the Joint Directors of Higher Education under him
in the State of Maharashtra to inform all the colleges
that the payment of salaries of the teachers was the
responsibility of the college managements and
therefore grant in respect of payment of salaries for the
months of January and February 2005 would be disbursed
whenever finds would be made available.

The Director of Higher Education has thus failed in
the performance of the onerous duties cast on him in this
respect by not ensuring regular and full payment of the
salary and allowances at sanctioned rates to the teaching
and non-teaching staff of the aforesaid aided non-
Government colleges. The issuance of this circular is a
totally irresponsible act on the part of the Director of
Higher Education in as much as under the Salary Payment
Scheme as evolved in 1977, as already pointed out, the
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Director of Higher Education holds the overall charge in
the Administration and Supervision over the scheme and
therefore he is totally responsible for ensuring regular
and full payment of the salary and allowances at sanctioned
rates to the teaching and non-teaching staff of the aided
non-Government Colleges in Arts, Science, Commerce
and Education. Hereto annexed and marked as EXHIBIT
A & A/1 is copy each of the said GR dated 21/9/1977
and of the said letter dated 23rd February 2005 of the
DHE.

B. For the implementation of the Government
Resolution No. NGC/1298/(4619)-VC-4, dated 11th
December 1999 on revised scales of pay for the University
and college teachers, the Director of Higher Education,
was required to prepare a simple proforma for fixation
of pay and release of arrears. However, the Director of
Higher Education committed serious errors and
changed the proforma several times from time to time
- first on 5th July 2000, then on 9th July 2000 and again
on 11th July 2000. He thereby created total confusion in
the minds of the Principals and the Lecturers in the
colleges and caused considerable delay in the disbursement
of the arrears. Hereto annexed and marked as EXHIBIT
B is copy of the Proceedings of the Maharashtra
Legislative Council dated 30th November 2000 and 7th
December 2000.

C. The Government of Maharashtra issued G.Rs. No.
1103/Pr.K.14/Seva.9, dated 10th June 2004 and No.
1104/Pr.K.5/Seva.9, dated 19th July 2004 by which 50
percent of the D.A. was to be merged into the basic
pay. Copies of the GRs were endorsed by the Government
to the Director of Higher Education for ready compliance.
In spite of the said G.Rs. making it clear that it was to be
implemented for all the employees of the Government of
Mabharashtra including the Lecturers in the Universities
and aided Colleges, the DHE failed to implement the same
for College and University teachers and failed to release

grants in respect of the same and this situation continues
even today. While all other sections therefore have been
given the benefit of merger of 50 per cent of the DA into
the basic pay, the University and College teachers have
not received the said benefit. Hereto annexed and marked
as EXHIBIT C is copy of each of the said GRs dated
10th June 2004 and 19th July 2004.

D. The Director of Higher Education misled people
on the issue of EBC Concessions because of which the
Hon'ble Minister for Higher & Technical Education, Shri
Dilip Valse Patil had to apologize twice on the floor of
the Maharashtra Legislative Council on 6th August 2002
in as much as the Director of Higher Education could
not understand the difference between study material
and the GR on E.B.C. concession. Hereto annexed and
marked as EXHIBIT D is copy of the proceedings of the
Maharashtra Legislative Council dated 6th August 2002.
The Minister's statement in the House is as under :
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E. The Director of Higher Education misled the
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Government of Maharashtra regarding the number
of casual leave that the teachers in the Universities
and the Colleges were entitiled to and though by
Government letter No. USG-1299/47/01-VC-4, dated 15th
February 2005 the Director of Higher Education was
required to give a comparative statement regarding (a)
leave facility contained in the UGC leave package in
respect of University and College teachers, (b) the Statutes
of the Universities in that respect and (c) the leave of the
Government employees, the Director of Higher Education
proposed that the Casual Leave of the University and
College teachers be reduced to 8 days in a year by applying
the State Government rules, completely ignoring thus the
fact that the University and College teachers were to be
governed by the Leave Package contained as Appendix
VI of the UGC Notification, 1998 issued to the Secretaries
of the State Governments by letter No. F.3-1/94(PS),
dated 24th December 1998 for implementation of the
recommendations of the Fifth Pay Commission revised
scales of pay. In fact, the Director of Higher Education
ought to have pointed out the Leave Package as contained
in the UGC Notification, 1998 and referred to the
statement contained in the Affidavits filed in March 2001
in 3 Writ Petitions Nos. 2058, 2061 and 2092 of 2000 by

Mrs. Kumud Bansal, the then Secretary in the Department
of Higher Education, viz,

"... The State Government with the agreement of
MFUCTO has agreed to implement the entire complete
scheme as given by the UGC. The State therefore, has
been able to get the Central assistance to the tune of 80%
ie. Rs. 261.94 crores on account of revision of pay".

However, the Director of Higher Education acted
arbitrarily to the detriment of the teaching community in
the Universities and Colleges. This act of the Director of
Higher Education has created chaos at all levels of higher
education even leading to wrongful recovery of salaries
from teachers by the Joint Directors of Higher Education
in some cases. Hereto annexed and marked as EXHIBIT
E & EI are copies of (i) the said letter dated 15th
February2005 from the Section Officer, Higher and
Technical Education, Government of Maharashtra to the
Director of Higher Education, Pune, and (ii) Leave
Package being Appendix A to the UGC Notification, 1998,
communicated to the State Governments by letter dated
24th December 1998 of the Secretary, UGC, New Delhi.

F. The Director of Higher Education has created a
total confusion in the implementation of the Fifth Pay
Commission recommendations in respect of Placement

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of teachers by not counting the services in the feeder
cadre even though the UGC Notification, 1998, as also
our own Government Resolution dated 11th December
1999 were clear on this point, viz

"If the number of years required in a feeder cadre are
less than those stipulated in this notification, thus entailing
hardship to those who have completed more than the total
number of years in their entire service for eligibility in
the cadre, may be placed in the next higher cadre after
adjusting the total number of years."

In spite of the explanation being crystal clear, the
Director of Higher Education not only did not give
the benefit of this provision to Lecturers in the Senior
Scale due for promotion to the Selection Grade but
needlessly sent to the UGC the issue for clarification.
It is needless to state that this has led to several hundreds
of senior teachers being denied even today their legitimate
counting of past services for Placements in selection
grade and consequent financial benefits.

G. While implementing the GR in respect of
appointments of teachers on contract basis, the Director
of Higher Education misled the colleges by issuing a
separate circular wherein he took the stand that the
appointments on contract basis should be for one year
only whereas the GR itself provided for such appointments

for 2 years and not for one year. Prof. B.T. Deshmukh,
M.L.C., had by his letter dated 15th March 2004 brought
to the notice of the Director of Higher Education, Pune,
this fact and in reply the said Director by his letter dated
8th April 2004 thanked Prof. Deshmukh and issued orders
for correction. Hereto annexed and marked as EXHIBIT
F is a copy each of the said two letters dated 15th March
2004 and 8th April 2004. It may not be out of place to
point out that the matter was raised in the Maharashtra
Legislative Council and in reply to starred question 41778,
Minister made statement on the floor of the House on
26th May 2004 a copy of which is annexed and marked as
EXHIBIT F/1.

It is needless to point out that this created considerable
confusion among the colleges and it is entirely due to the
serious lapse of the Director of Higher Education.

H. In respect of release of non-salary grants to the
aided Colleges in the State of Maharashtra, though the
government decided not to release the said grants to
educational institutions, the Government came forward
to release the same in view of the protest from the
educational institutions. However, due to the inaction
on the part of the Director of Higher Education,
Mabharashtra State the non-salary grants have not been
restored to the aided Colleges in the Universities in the
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State of Maharashtra even when in respect of the primary
and secondary school level, such grants were released by
the orders of the officers concerned.

AND

I. The Joint Director of Higher Education, Nagpur
region, had arbitrarily kept proposals of Placements of
teachers in senior scale and/or selection grade pending
on the ground that the Minutes of the Selection Committee
did not bear the signature of the Government nominee on
the committee. The Principal of the P.W.S. College had
completed all the necessary formalities in respect of
convening the meeting of the Selection Committee as
prescribed in the Direction No. 45 of Nagpur University.
The Joint Director of Higher Education or his nominee
did not attend the meeting of the Selection Committee
and therefore rightly the nominee was shown in the
Minutes as absent. The JDE was adamant and insisited
on the Principal bringing signature of the Government
nominee. The Government nominee was not present and
therefore the question of his signing the said documents
did not arise and therefore on that ground the question of
not clearing the said cases was not be just and proper.
However, in view of the adamant attitude of the JDE, the
proposals in respect of 9 Lecturers were kept pending for
more than one year. In view of the delay and loss caused
to teachers by the arbitrariness of the JDE, the Nagpur
University Teachers' Association (NUTA) staged a
Demonstration in front of the office of the JDE at Nagpur
on 5th May 2004. The issue found its way to the
Maharashtra Legislative Council in the form of call
attention motion and the Hon'ble Minister for Higher and
Technical Education stated on the floor of the House that
the Government had asked the JDE to give his
explanation as to why he had insisted on the Principal
to bring the signature of the Government nominee who
had not attended the meeting. The explanation was asked
to be sent through the Director of Higher Education. The
Director of Higher Education did not take a stern
action against the JDE, Nagpur Region, that was
required in view of the gravity of the conduct of the
said JDE. This amounted to giving a protection to the
mal practice adopted by the said JDE.

It is worth pointing out that as soon as the call attention
motion appeared in the Legislative Council, the proposals
were cleared.

The proceedings of the Maharashtra Legislative Council
dated 11th June 2004 is annexed hereto and marked as
EXHIBIT G.

3. WHEREAS the MFUCTO has raised from time to
time several issues with the Government for immediate
attention and for resolution of the same a list whereof is
attached hereto and which have remained unresolved to
the detriment of the interest of the teachers in the
Universities and Colleges in the State;

AND

4. WHEREAS the Government of Maharashtra has
brought into existence an Ordinance for creation of Self-
Financed Universities in the State of Maharashtra which
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will have deleterious effect on Higher Education in our
State without holding any discussion at the level of the
Maharashtra State Council for Higher Education (Section
56 of the Maharashtra Universities Act, 1994) or with
the Teachers' Organizations in the State and/or the
academic community as such;

AND

5. WHEREAS the Government of Maharashtra has
not taken any steps in the direction of implementing the
provisions in respect of Education contained in the
Common Minimum Programme adopted by the Central
Government including provision of Mid-Day Meals with
a minimum of 300 calories of food intake per child in the
schools in the State and for demanding the appointment
of Sixth Pay Commission by the Central Government for
government employees and teachers.

6. WHEREAS due to the mal-administration and
ineffective functioning of the Director of Higher
Education, Maharashtra State, the Joint Directors of
Higher Education in different regions in the State have
become totally irresponsive to and arrogant in dealing
with the important problems that confront the teachers in
the Universities and Colleges putting thousands of teachers
to considerable loss;

7. THEREFORE this Meeting of the Executive
Committee of the MFUCTO held today, Sunday, 13th
March 2005 in Mumbai resolves

A. To call upon the Government of Maharashtra to
remove forthwith Dr. S.N. Pathan from the post of
Director of Higher Education, Maharashtra State,

B. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State to organize a STATE LEVEL MASSIVE
DHARNA of the University and College Teachers at the
Office of the Director of Higher Education, Pune, on
Monday, 11th April 2005 between 12 noon and 5 p.m.;

C. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State to organize a MASSIVE MORCHA to the
Office of the Director of Higher Education, Pune, on
Monday, 25th July 2005 at 2 p.m.;

D. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State to organize DEMONSTRATIONS at the
Offices of the Joint Directors of Higher Education in the
different regions on the First Monday in each of the
months of August, September, October and November
2005 at the time as may be convenient to the different
regions; and

E. To call upon the University and College teachers
in the State in the event of the Government of Maharashtra
not resolving by then the pending issues, to organize an
INDEFINITE STRIKE of teachers from the Non-
Agricultural Universities in the State and the Colleges
affiliated to them from Monday, Sth December 2005.
