thirds of the members present and voting in its General Body.

(ii) The above mentioned proposal for
amending the constitution was approved by the Executive Com-
mittee in its meeting held on 15th January 1995 at Item No.5.

(iii) Text of the Constitution of NUTA is
given on page 2 of the 1978 NUTA Bulletin and reprinted as
amended up to date on page 32 & 33 of 1993 NUTA Bulletin.

ITEM NO. 176 :
TO INCREASE LIFE MEMBERSHIP FEE :

On behalf of the Executive Committee Prof.
E.H.Kathale shall move the following resolution. :-

That the life membership Fee of NUTA be
increased from Rs. 2001 to Rs. 4001/-

Notes : (A) The provision in the Constitu-
tion of the Association is in para 3, which reads as fol-
lows :

"The Life Membership Fee may be increased
at any time by a resolution passed by the General Body"

(B) The Executive Committee of NUTA at
its meeting held on 15th April 1995 (Vide Item No. 18)
resolved to Approve the following arrangement :-

(1)From the date of the publication of this Bul-
letin till 6th May 1995 Life Membership Fee or the par-
tial payment towards Life Membership Fee shall be ac-
cepted by the Treasurer only in the form of crossed De-
mand Drafts. During this period, under no circumstances,
the Treasurer will accept the Life Membership Fee by
cheques or cash.

(2) However all Crossed Demand Drafts issued
by any Scheduled Bank in Vidarbha on or before 6th May
1995 for Rs. 501/- in favour of "Treasurer NUTA" will
be received by the Treasurer on 7th May 1995 at the venue
of the General Body Meeting before the said item is re-
solved and the said payment will be treated as a payment
made by the concerned teacher towards Life Member-
ship Fee of NUTA, as if paid on or before 7th May 1995.

(3) The Treasurer will issue receipt of such
crossed Bank Draft and mention on each receipt name of
the concerned teacher and the date on which such Bank
Draft was issued and the name of the Bank concerned.

(4) Any teacher can become a member of
NUTA by paying the L.M.Fees of 2001/- in four
instalments and the first instalment of Rs. 501/- must be
paid by a crossed Bank Draft drawn in the name of
Treasurer NUTA on or before the said item is resolved.

(5) After paying the first instalment, the teacher
shall pay the remaining amount of 1500/- in three
instalments, within a period of one year i.e.before 7th May
1996.

(6) This facility of partial payment of the L.M.
Fees of Rs 2001/- in four instalments to be paid in one
year shall be available only to such teachers who pay the
first instalment of 501/- on or before the said item is
resolved in the General Body Meeting.

(7) If there is failure in paying the total amount
of L.M.fee of Rs. 2001 during the said period of one year,
the partially paid instalments shall be treated as donations.
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SECRETARY’S REPORT ON THE WORKING OF THE ASSOCIATION FOR
THE YEAR ENDING ON 31ST DECEMBER, 1994.

Prepared by the Executive Committee of NUTA under article (VI) (b) (ii) of the Constitution of NUTA and
presented by the Secretary on behalf of the NUTA Executive.

Dear Friends,

(1) It gives me great pleasure to accord you
all a cordial welcome on behalf of the Executive
Committee of NUTA and on my own behalf. It is indeed
a proud privilege for me to place before this august body
a brief account of our activities and achievements during
the year 1994.

(2) Right from its inception, NUTA has been
committed to the cause of the welfare of the Teachers’
community. In keeping with this commitment, the
organisation took up several issues concerning teachers
during the period of this report.

(3) During this year, the organisation
succeeded in getting several demands fulfilled by the
government. Prof. B.T.Deshmukh, President, NUTA
making use of his parliamentary skill got the government
orders pertaining to the College teachers issued. They
include government resolutions regarding the Readers’
designation to the teachers in Arts, Science and Commerce
Colleges who possess Ph.D. and have been placed in
Selection Grade, counting of previous service for pension
purposes rendered in recognised non - government
unaided Arts, Commerce, Science and Education
Colleges, and counting of previous service for the purpose
of placement in Senior Scale.

(4) The Government of Maharashtra had
announced the payment of Rs. 100 - as an interim relief
to the Government Employees following the constitution

of the Fifth Pay Commission. The order, however,
excluded teachers drawing U.G.C. Scales. When the
matter was brought to the notice of the Government,
another G.R.making interim relief applicable to college
teachers was issued on the 21st March 94.

(5) We are all aware that the problem of
teachers becoming “Surplus” has been haunting the
teaching community. Due to the continuous pressure from
the organisation, in the Agreement reached between the
MFUCTO and the Govt. of Maharashtra on 29th July
1986, it was agreed to appoint the Five-Man Committee
and this Committee submitted its Report on 29th Dec.
1988. In para 12 of this Report (printed on p.12 of 1993
NUTA Bulletin) the Committee recommended that there
should be a list of the surplus teachers in the University
and the management of the College shall ascertain from
the University if there is any surplus teacher, before it
advertises any vacant post of a teacher. But this
recommendation was only resting idly in the pages of the
Report and it was never considered for a serious and
effective inplemenation. Over and above, the Govt.
maintained calculated indifference towards this
recommendation in the said Report, in-spite of the efforts
of Prof. B.T.Deshmukh through his repeated questions in
the Council.

During the last two years, many teachers
faced a serious threat of becoming surplus due to the
dwindling student-strength. It was a happy coincidence

Resolution :- The Question of implementing
University Grants Commission's recommendations regard-
ing the counting of previous Service for the purpose of sen-
ior Scale/Selection Grade, in accordance with the U.G.C.
Guidelines issued under their circular No. F.1-6/90
(P.S.Cell), dated the 27th November, 1990 was under con-
sideration of the State Government. After careful consid-
eration, the State Government has now decided to imple-
ment the UGC's Guide-lines regarding counting of previ-
ous service for the purpose of placement in Sr. Scale/Selec-
tion Grade as detailed below :-

1) Previous service without any break as Lec-
turer or equivalent in a university, college, national labora-
tory or other scientific organisations (CSIR,
ICAR,DRDO,UGC etc.) and as a UGC Research Scientist,
should be counted for placement of lecturers in Senior Scales

GOVERNMENT OF MAHARASHTRA

Higher & Technical Education & Employment Deptt. Resolution No.NGC 1892/(2224)/UNIE-4,
Mantralaya Annexe, Bombay-400 032. Date - 11th February 1994.

Selection Grade provided that :-

a) the post was in an equivalent grade/scale
of pay as the post of a Lecturer.

b) the qualifications for the post were not
lower than the qualifications prescribed by the UGC for the
post of lecturer,

c) the Lecturers concerned possessed the
minimum qualification prescribed by the UGC for appoint-
ment as Lecturers,

d) the post was filled in accordance with the
prescribed selection procedure as laid down by the Univer-
sity/State Government,

e) the appointment was not adhoc or in a leave
vacancy of less than one year duration.

2) These services should be counted for the
purpose of placement in Sr-Scale and Selection Grade only
and not for any other purposes.

3) No distinction should be made with refer-
ence to the nature of management of the institution where
previous service was rendered (private/local body/Govern-
ment) if the above criteria are satisfied.

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that during this period the Bill for a common Act for all
the Universities in Maharashtra was introduced and a Joint
Committee was appointed to suggest amendments to the
same. Prof. B.T.Deshmukh who also was a member of
this Committee had seized this opportunity to incorporate
in this Bill the recommendation of the Five-Man
Committee regarding the surplus teachers. The
Secretariate of the Legislative Council published two
volumes containing the amendments suggested by various
individuals and organizations, and the amendment
suggested by Prof. B.T.Deshmukh appeares at serial No.
13 on P. 14 of Vol. Il. It is as below :

“Page 59 after line 43 following sub-section
36-A be added after section 36 namely :-

The Management of any affiliated college
shall before proceeding to fill in vacancies of teachers in
accordance with the prescribed proceedure shall ascertain
from the University whether there is any suitable person
available on the list of surplus persons maintained by the
University for absorption in other College and in the event
of such person being available the Management shall
appoint that person.’’

It must be mentioned here that the joint
Committee in its meeting held on 25th Feb. 1994
considered and agreed to incorporate this amendment in
the Bill. Besides this, the Committee also agreed to extend
this same scheme to the non-teaching staff also. Now the
above amendment appears as section 79 (4) in the
Maharashtra Universities Act 1994.

In the mean time the Govt. issued a
Resolution giving protection to the surplus teachers in
Arts, Science and Commerce faculties on 24th March
1994. But now the security for the surplus teachers is
statutorily guaranteed in the Actand it is a very significant
achievement of the Organisation in general and of Prof.
B.T.Deshmukh in particular.

(6) The programme of college unit election
meetings to be held on 24.9.94 was announced through
NUTA Bulletin. As per rules, published in the Bulletin,
the report of the meeting signed by the President, Secretary
and the Chairman was expected to be sent to the office-
bearers of NUTA. However, it was noticed that several
units have not as yet submitted such reports.

(7) All India Federation of University and
College Teachers’ Organisation had given a call to observe
August 31st 1994 as a ‘Protest Day’. This action was in
protest aganist the delaying tactics of the U.G.C. and the
Government of India in appointing a committee for the
revision of pay-scales. NUTA decided to Join the Nation-
wide protest day and requested its members to wear black
badges while on duty on 31st August 94. However, the
action had to be cancelled as the Govt. of India
immediately appointed a pay-revision committee for the
University and College teachers under the Chairmanship
of Dr. Rastogi.

(8) With great sense of pride and pleasure |
report to the General Body that the Organisation has
installed computerised pre-printing system at its office in
Amravati. The Executive Committee in its meeting dated
11.9.94 approved the proposal to install this system. This
was possible by the utilization of the savings earned
through special NUTA Bulletin issues regarding Irrigation
backlog and Amravati Corporation Grant-in-aid formula
as also the amount of Rs. 11000/- received as donation
from Amravati Rajyashastra Parishad for this purpose. A
Committee under the chairmanship of Prof. S.A.Tiwari
with Prof. R. Chittaranjan, Prin.S.B.Chinchmalatpure,
Prof. Aniruddha Gawande, Prof. C.K.Damle,
Prof.S.B.Lohiya, and Prof. G.N.Wankhade as its members
was constituted for the purpose. The Committee worked
ceaselessly under the guidance of Prof. B.T.Deshmukh
and got the system installed within a period of a month. |

wish to put on record our sincere thanks to the Amravati
Rajyashastra Parishada for the donation and the members
of the above committee for their excellent job.

(9) The Academic Council of Amravati
University had sought to increase the strength of a practical
batch in Science faculty from 16 to 20. The Organisation
took immediate steps and with the efforts of the office-
bearers of NUTA and the teacher-members of the
Academic Council of Amravati Univesity, the vile
motives and the vicious intentions of the University
administration were thwarted and defeated. The success
of the speedy response of the Association was that the
Academic Council not only rejected the proposal to
increase the practical batch from 16 to 20 students, but
we also achieved the purpose of deleting the proviso of
para 4 of the Ordinance 20.

(10) As you know, the New Maharashtra
Universities Act, 1994 has come into force from 22nd
July, 94. The University Bill - 92 introduced in Legislative
Assembly was referred to the Joint Committee for
examination of which our NUTA President Prof.
B.T.Deshmukh was one of the members. Prof.
B.T.Deshmukh spared no pains in putting forth at the
several meetings of the Joint Committee, the considered
and well-established views of our organisation on the Bill.
We are proud to note that he played a pivotal role in this
laborious and painstaking exercise of improving
substantially and satisfactorily the Original Bill and was
to a great extent instrumental in removing many defects
from the Bill.

Task Ahead

A Meeting of the Lecturers affected or likely
to be affected by NET was held at Wardha following
which District contact meetings of such teachers were held
to collect detailed information of these teachers and
appraise them of the stand of the organisation on this issue.

We will have to pursue this matter further at
government level and may have to resort to the means of
agitation, if the situation so demands, to compel the
government to accept the correct position.

Counting of service of tutors, demonstrators,
method masters for placement in higher grade is another
major demand of ours. The matter is being discussed with
the government and we look forward to a positive
response.

Membership of NUTA :

(11) The NUTA membership has reached
upto 3381 at the end of this year. This year the increase in
membership is 99.

(12) 1 am glad to inform you that NUTA
Bulletin has completed its 19th year of purposeful
existence. This year we have circulated 72 pages of NUTA
Bulletin. If you go through the NUTA Bulletin from 1st
to last page, you will find that NUTA Executive has tried
to give uptodate information to all its members about their
problems and how the NUTA Executive particularly its
President Prof. B.T.Deshmukh has focussed it at
Maharashtra Govt. Level through the Mah. Legislative
Council.

(13) I am thankful to the press and their
representatives both from Nagpur & Amravati areas, for
wide coverage to the activities of the Association. This
report shall not be complete unless | acknowledge the
active cooperation and support of all the members of
NUTA and also from non-members i. e. University,
College and Junior College Teachers in the activities of
the Association and response given by them to the various
calls given by NUTA from time to time.
