"For the first time in more than 50 years, educational
societies running such institutions as Fergusson College, Sir
Parshurambhau College and Garware College in Pune withheld
the staff salaries. They explained the financial position and
requested the staff members to bear with them for some time.

Such consideration was not reportedly shown to the staff in
other areas. At several places politicians unconnected with
education asked the college staff to make sacrifices for
spreading education to the rural masses. The college staff finds
the situation unbearable as is evident from a letter sent by 19
Professors of a college in Satara to the Chief Minister pointing
out that they have not been paid for a year.

Unless the education department acts, fast, the worsening
financial conditions may compel the societies to close down
colleges. This will not only make the college staff jobless, but
also retard the spread of higher education."

An ordinance to provide for the postponement of
confirmation in service of teachers in affiliated and
constituent colleges of certain Universities in view of
proposed revision of the pattern of education.

WHEREAS at present courses for the degree of
Bachelor of Art, Science, Commerce or Engineering take
four years and courses in the schools in the State ten
or eleven years;

AND WHEREAS it is proposed to revise the pattern
of education and colleges in the State, so as to have a
ten years course for secondary education, two years
courses for higher secondary education, and three or
more years courses for the degree of Bachelor of Arts,
Science, Commerce or Engineering;

AND WHEREAS it is proposed to introduce in
colleges and selected higher secondary schools, a two
year course of higher secondary education;

AND WHEREAS as a consequence of the aforesaid,
the number of teachers in the affiliated or constituent
colleges under certain Universities may have to be
reduced, and it is necessary to provide for the
postponement of the confirmation in service of
teachers of colleges;

AND WHEREAS both Houses of the Legislature of
the State are not in session;

AND WHEREAS the Governor of Maharashtra is
satisfied that circumstances exist which render it
necessary for him to take immediate action to make a
law for the purpose aforesaid and for matters connected
therewith or incidental thereto;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred
by clause (1) of article 213 of the Constitution of India,
the Governor of Maharashtra hereby makes and
promulgates the following Ordinance, namely;

1. Short title and commencement - (1) This
Ordinance may be called the Maharashtra College
Teachers (Temporary postponement of confirmation)
Ordinance, 1973.

2. Definitions - In this Ordinance, unless the
context otherwise requires, -

(a) "college'" means an affiliated or constituent
college (but does not include a Government college.);

(b) "relevant Act" means the Poona University Act
1978, the Shreemati Nathibai Damodar Thackersey
Women's University Act 1949, the Bombay University
Act 1953, the Marathwada University Act 1958, the
Shivaji University Act 1962 or the Nagpur University
Act 1963, as the case may be, under which the
particular University is established;

(c) "University'" in relation to a college, means
the University of Poona, the Shreemati Nathibai
Damodar Thackersey Women's University, the
University of Bombay, the Marathwada University, the
Shivaji University or the Nagpur University, as the case
may be, to which it is affiliated or of which it is a
constituent college;

(d) words and expressions used in this Ordinance
and not defined shall have the meanings assigned to
them in the relevant Act.

years Bachelor degree courses and post graduate
education, a certain number of lecturers and tutors I
employed in colleges at present may be rendered |
surplus and would have to join as higher secondary I
school teachers.

(1) The workload returned is of 31 periods, presumably for
all the Faculties. Shri Rao who is the seniormost teacher in
the Department in the grade of Rs. 400-800 has sent a letter
to the Director of Higher Education, Maharashtra on 20th
August, 76 with a copy to the Vice-Chancellor. He has made
a complaint in his letter protesting against the change in the
norms assumed by the Ad-hoc Committee which a college
was asked to follow contrary to what is laid down by the
University for the academic year 1975-76.

He has made this grievance pointedly in respect of
calculation of workload for English language. According to Shri
Rao, the University prospectus for 75-76 prescribed 4
lectures and 2 tutorial periods per week for B.A. Part-1, B.A.
Part-ll and B.A. Part-lll classes. The number of students for
each tutorial batch for B.A. Part-l is to be not more than 10.

Shri Rao has observed that instead of following this norms
the Ad-hoc Committee has prescribed the norms of its own
showing scant respect to the constitutional bodies of the
University. The lecture periods for B.A. Part-1l and B.A. Part-ll|
have been reduced to 2 per week with batch of 25 students
each for tutorial. Shri Rao has also observed that it is not known
how the Ad-hoc Committee assumed authority on issues like
size of tutorial batch, number of periods per class or total tutorial
periods for B.Sc. Part-l or B.Com. Final classes.

Such consideration was not reportedly shown to
the staff in other areas. At several places politicians
unconnected with education asked the college staff to
make sacrifices for spreading education to the rural
masses. The college staff finds the situation
unbearable as is evident from a letter sent by 19
Professors of a college in Satara to the Chief Minister
pointing out that they have not been paid for a year.

CLOSEDOWN LIKELY

Unless the education department acts, fast, the
worsening financial conditions may compel the
societies to close down colleges. This will not only make
the college staff jobless, but also retard the spread of
higher education."

During the negotiations with the State Government
in March-April 1975 when circumstances compelled over
10,000 college and University teachers all over
Maharashtra to boycott University Examinations, one
of the vital issues discussed was payment of salary to

all teachers through Treasury. In response to this
demand the Minister of Education declared on the
floor of the Legislature on 4.4.1975 that the
Government had accepted its responsibility for
prompt and full payment of salaries to all teachers.
With a view to implementing this measure the
MFUCTO delegation was invited to meet Shri. K.K.
Moghe, the then Secretary to the Government of
Maharashtra, Education Department on 17.11.1976 to
discuss a Draft Scheme which was later revised in the
light of our discussion. The scheme is finalised for
prompt and full payment of salary through Scheduled
Banks was to be brought into effect from 1.4.1976.

Maharashtra Federation of University and College Teachers Organizations
Statement issued by MFUCTO on
15.04.1977

The Executive Committee of the MFUCTO has
been in continuous session from 13th April, 1977.
The MFUCTO Executive Committee met the Education
Minister Mrs. Prabha Rao on 13.04.1975, when the
problems and grievances of the College and University
teachers were discussed in great details. Though a
second meeting had been scheduled today (15.04.1977)
the Minister could not make it and the Executive
Committee met the Secretary, Education Department.

The MFUCTO had expected the Education Minister
to make a statement at the end of these talks
conceding at least some of our major demands like
these pertaining to non payment of salary,
retrenchment and demotion of teachers and UGC
scales. It is deeply disappointing the Minister should
state that this discussion had been conducted by her
when she had no authority to decide on any issue,
and that the decisions would have to be taken by
the cabinet.
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| The problems of the teachers have been pending

| with the Government for over 3 years, and no one will

| be convinced with the argument that these issues

| could not have been settled earlier. It is common
knowledge that over 10,000 teachers in Maharashtra

| had boycotted all Examinations in April 1975 and had

| lifted their boycott then on the clear assurance given
by the Minister of Education Mrs. Rao on the floor of

| the Assembly to the press and to the MFUCTO. It is

| tragic that the emergency declared on June 25th 1975

| was misused by the Government of Maharashtra to
deny to the teachers what was due to them and what

| had been agreed upon in the negotiation in March-

| April, 1975.
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In an instance, when it was agreed that all existing
teachers with University Qualifications would attract
the new UGC Scales, the Government of Maharashtra
in their letter No.USG 1175/U. dated 21.04.1975
addressed to the Government of India put down the
following stipulations :

“The revised scales of pay will be given to those
who possess qualification prescribed by the University
Grants Commission and also to those who, at present,
possess the qualifications prescribed by the
Universities. In case of latter however, they will be
required to acquire qualifications laid down by the
University Grants Commission, within a period of five
years, failing which, they will cease to draw further
increments. Those who do not possess either of these
qualifications (those prescribed by the UGC or
respective University) will continue to draw their
existing scales.”

Even the Government of India in its letter No. F, 1-
9/74-U-1 dated 7th June 1975 refuted this condition
and invited the attention of the State Government to
the earlier instructions issued by the Central
Government on 02.11.1974 vis. that

“The existing lecturers in colleges who did not
possess at the time of their initial recruitment
minimum qualifications as prescribed by the University
concerned should be required to attain these
qualifications within five years from the date of

placement in the revised scale. If they are unable to
do so during this period, they shall not be allowed to
earn any future increments till they have satisfied this
condition.”

They further clarified that

“As such, even those lecturers in colleges who do
not possess the minimum qualifications prescribed by
the Universities concerned, are eligible for the revised
scales under the Scheme but are required to attain
the qualifications prescribed by the University
concerned within five years failing which they shall
cease to draw further increments. The existing
Lecturers in colleges who possess the minimum
qualifications prescribed by the University concerned
will continue to draw their increments till they reach
the stage of Rs. 1300 whereupon there will be an
assessment.”

The Executive Committee expressed its deep
disappointment at the substandard attitude exhibited
by the State Government through this correspondence.
Still the MFUCTO agreed to continue the negotiations.

The MFUCTO does realise the special situation
prevailing at the State Government level, and therefore
desires to give the Government about a week’s time to
consider our fair proposals and suggestions. However,
the constituent units of the Federation have their own
organisational constraints and we cannot allow matters
to hang on for an indefinite period. It has therefore
been decided by the Executive Committee to
commence our total boycott of all Examinations
work like invigilation, assessment of answer
scripts, conduct of practical and theory
examinations, finalization of Marks Sheets etc.
with effect from Monday, the 25th day of April
1977. This decision has been communicated to the
Secretary, Education Department.

It is hoped that the State Government will find its
way to settle our demands satisfactorily in time so
that the inconvenience and hardship caused to
students and parents are averted.

The teaching community has always been aware of
its responsibilities to the students. The present
situation is in fact created by the callous and
unsympathetic attitude of the Government of
Maharashtra towards the pressing problems of the
teachers like retrenchment from 1975, demotion to
junior colleges and non payment of salaries involving
over 5000 teachers for periods ranging from 3 months
to 13 months. The students on their part have
supported our demands and expressed their solidarity
with our action. While appreciating this gesture of the
student community, the MFUCTO wishes to state that
this boycott action has been forced on us by the State
Government.

The MFUCTO gives a call to all college and
University teachers in Maharashtra to cease all
work connected with examinations from 6 a.m.
on Monday 25th April, 1977.

0. Regarding the four points relating to the G.R. dated 4.10.1975 (High Court Matter) viz. (a) qualifications,
(b) Work load, (c) Vacation and (d) Remuneration for examinations, please see Memo dated 15.4.77 submitted
with our letter dated 17.4.77 to C.M. copies given to P.S.

1. PAYMENT THROUGH TREASURY : In March/April 1975, one of the major questions taken up in the
negotiation was payment through Treasury. Government has given clear assurance of its responsibility for
prompt and full payment for all teachers. To fulfil this promise we demand payment through Treasury on the
lines of payment to school teachers. We see no reason why this cannot be done by Maharashtra Govt. if
the U.P. Govt. has done so.

2. DELAY IN PAYMENT : In the absence of the implementation of the scheme, the irregularities and
substandard methods in the payment of salaries continue unabated and the situation has gone from bad to
worse, in as much as over 5000 teachers in Maharashtra have not received their salaries for periods
ranging from 3 months to 13 months. The economic condition of the teachers is such that some teachers'
families have had to sell their personal effects to maintain their bare existence. The small steps taken by the
Government in the form of release of advances have proved far short of the needs and expectations. Effective
steps should be taken of the needs and expectations. Effective steps should be taken forthwith so that all
arrears of salary are cleared immediately.

3. Retrenchment Cases in 1975 : A serious problem that was discussed with the State Government in
March-April, 1975 was that of heavy retrenchment created by the anti-teacher Government policy of
postponing confirmation through an ordinance of even teacher who had completed the maximum
period of two years. The situation was further aggravated by the malpractices of some of the managements of
wrongfully terminating teachers before they completed two years. In view of a special machinery instituted by
the Universities after due deliberations, submitted their reports in each case and the Executive Councils
recommended the reinstatement of teachers. It is tragic that inspite of these recommendations as
many as 117 teachers are jobless. It is necessary to mention that some of these teachers have put in 12
years of service. Government through an ordinance amending the act or through any other means, should see
that all these teachers are put back in their position latest by 1st June 1977.

100% GRANT ON THE CURRENT EXPENSES OF THE
PRIVATE COLLEGES IS A MUST.

The comparative statistics of the private colleges and the colleges managed by the Govt. of
Maharashtra show that the social outlay on the private colleges on the average is much lower than
the Government Colleges. The outlay is much less, both absolutely and also per capita (student) basis.
The private management have been managing their colleges more economically.

The Government should consider the comparative expenditure patterns, and come to help the
private colleges, which have sprouted in the last ten to fifteen years. If not, these colleges would be

81. The rural population will again need University level classes as a result of this increased flow. The
existing private colleges if closed down will be total loss to the society and with the bitter experience,
the social leaders will not come forward to start University classes again. The Government can easily
finance these small and large size colleges now during the transition period.

Readers may please note that the data is for the year 1975-76 when the colleges had no impact of
10+2+3 pattern. Almost all the colleges in the rural area had assuring strength. After this year due to
new pattern, the college strength has gone down to a level wherefrom they will have no alternative but
to close down the institutions. The proposed minimum in the faculty for receiving the grant will

adversely affect the finances of the colleges.

It is necessary that the Government should give 100% grant on the expenses on current account.
The Government should also give capital grant of about one lac rupees to the private colleges once in
five years so that the necessary environment around the colleges could be usefully promoted. Such
capital grant once in five years, will help them to obtain matching grant from the UGC.

The financial burden on the Government can be easily estimated from the data given in the below

The University and College teachers have
expressed their concern at the alleged delay in
the implementation of the revised scales of pay
as recommended by the UGC and in the
Institution of a scheme to ensure regular and full
payment of their salaries by the College
Managements.

2. As regards the implementation of the revised
UGC recommended scales of pay, it will be recalled
that the State Government had issued orders in

October, 1975 sanctioning the implementation of

these revised scales of pay subject to certain
conditions.
University and College Teachers' Organisations

had expressed dis-satisfaction regarding some of

these conditions, particularly those relating to
qualifications, workload, vacation and
examination remuneration. The Federation had

also filed a Writ Petition in the High Court of

Bombay challenging the validity of these orders.
The Writ Petition is still pending. However,
following the first round of discussions of the

representatives of the MFUCTO with the Chief

Minister in April last, protracted discussions were
in progress with the representatives of the
MFUCTO with a view to exploring these conditions.
Government is happy to announce that full
understanding has since been reached between

the State Government and the representatives of

3. As regards the implementation of a scheme
to ensure regular and full payment of salaries and

Chairmanship of the Director of Higher Education,
Maharashtra State, comprising 4 representatives
each of the Managements of Colleges and the
MFUCTO. After full consideration, Government
has decided that a scheme for ensuring regular

and full payment of salaries and allowances of

the teaching and non-teaching staff of the
aforesaid affiliated colleges should be
implemented broadly on the lines of the scheme
recommended by the Committee.

4. The salient features of the salary payment
scheme approved by Government are as follows:-

(i) For every College, the Management will be
required to open two bank accounts; (A) Salary
Payment Account and (B) Non-Salary Account, in
a scheduled or other approved bank, jointly in the
names of the Principal of the College and a
designated representative of the Management.
Eighty per cent of the total receipts accruing to

the college by way of fees, Government grants of

various types etc. will be creditable to the Salary

Salary Account. Staff members of the College will
also open their accounts in the same bank so that
their salaries will be paid by transfer.

(ii) The amounts credited to the Salary Payment
Account shall have to be utilised exclusively for
disbursement of the due salary and allowances
of the approved teaching and non-teaching staff of
the college. The amounts credited to the Non-
Salary Account will be available for meeting the
expenditure of the college on approved items other
than staff salary and allowances.

(iii) In order to ensure that sufficient balance

Report of the Delegation of NUTA

The NUTA delegation consisting of, (1) Prof.B.T.Deshmukh, President, NUTA (2) Prof.S.K.Kalnavat,
Vice-President, NUTA (3) Prof.A.V.Barhate, Secretary, NUTA (4) Prof.D.S.Jajurley, Member of the
Executive Committee (5) Prof.B.S.Deshmukh, Member of the Executive Committee and (6) Principal,
G.S.Vaidya, left for Bombay on 10th, on the invitation of the Education Minister, Shrimati Pratibhatai
Patil, to have a dialogue regarding the demands of the University and College Teachers.

(2) The delegation met the Hon'ble Minister for Food and Civil Supplies, Shri Shankarrao Gedam
and the Hon'ble Minister for Education and Youth Services, Shrimati Pratibhatai Patil, at the residence
of the Education Minister on 11th Sept. 1977 at 3.00 P.M. Shri M.M.Lanjewar,Vice-Chancellor, Nagpur
University, Shri S.D.Bal, Director of Higher Education and Principal Dr.Shekhawat were also present
and participated in the discussions between the delegation and the Government. The discussions

were inconclusive.

for Education. The delegation also contacted several Ministers from Vidarbha area and appraised
them of the situation being faced by the College Teachers. On 13th evening the Education Minister
told the delegation that some of the issues will have to be placed before the Cabinet. Accordingly, she
requested the delegation to meet again at 2.00 P.M. on 14.09.77. After the Cabinet meeting which was
held at 10.30 A.M. on 14.09.77, the Education Minister again discussed the matter in detail with the
delegation at 2.00 P.M. The Secretary of Education Dept. Shri D.M.Sukhthankar, and Shri Bal, Director
of Higher Education were also present. In the said meeting a document containing different
assurances was prepared and signed by Shri D.M.Sukhathankar, and the same was handed over to
the delegation. The said document is enclosed herewith as Appendix (A). The Education Minister also
requested the delegation to announce the withdrawal of the agitation. But the delegation told her that
the decision in the matter will be taken by the Executive Committee of NUTA, in its meeting convened

on 15th September, 1977 at Amravati.

The delegation expressed thanks to the Education Minister for the cooperation given by her.

I am to invite your attention to the letter of
assurances signed by Shri D.M.Sukthankar, Secretary
E. and Y.S.D. Government of Maharashtra, dated 14th
Sept. 1977. 1 am enclosing herewith a copy of the same
for your ready reference. (Appendix 'A') This letter was
a result of the negotiations held at Bombay on 11th
Sept. to 14th Sept, 1977 between six men delegation
of NUTA and Hon'ble Education Minister, Shri
D.M.Sukthankar, Secretary E. and Y.S.D. and Shri.
S.B.Bal, Director of Higher Education were also
present.

2. As was assured in Para 1 and 2 of the said letter,
Govt. Resolution No. USG.1177/129387 /XXXII (CELL)
dated 25th October, 1977, sanctioning the
implementation of the revised UGC recommendation
scales was issued before 31.10.77. Govt. Resolution
No. NGC 1277/122166/XXXII (CELL), dated 21st
September, 1977, was also issued within the date
assured, I express sincere thanks on behalf of the
teachers for the same.

3. However, much concern is expressed by teaching
community regarding the implementation of Para 3 of
the said letter. This Para reads as follows :-

"To enable the Colleges to make latest by 10th
November, 1977, the payment of salary etc. of their
teaching & non-teaching staff relating to the period

an aggregate amount of Rs.2.30 Crores will be issued
immediately."

I have not seen any G.R. or Government Order
specifying the payment of salary etc. of the teaching
and non-teaching staff of aided non-Government
colleges relating to the period from 1.4.1977 to 30.9.77.
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4. Under the circumstances it is very much urgently |
required that a NUTA delegation be granted interview
with your goodself, alongwith the Secretary E. and |
Y.S.D. and Director of Higher Education, as early as |
possible. Teachers from different places are rightly |
pressing NUTA Executive and office bearers to explain |
the correct position. Before NUTA Executive meets for
consideration of the situation, such an interview is |
very much desirable to have a correct picture of the |
Government efforts in this respect. I hope you will |
kindly grant the same.

5. May I mention here that Teachers and non- |
teachers at G.S.College, Khamgaon have not received |
their due salary and allowances since 1st January, 77, |
inspite of the issuing of the above mentioned G.R., I |
am authentically informed that none of the teachers
have also received a single rupee on account of adhoc |
advance also. May I invite your urgent attention to the |
great hardships faced by these teachers and non- |
teachers? |

the end of September would have been cleared.

In pursuance of the aforesaid commitment, it was
decided that the E & YSD will take up the question
of issue of orders within next fortnight for release
of adhoc assistance to the Colleges in Maharashtra
to enable them to wipe out the salary dues of College
staff for the period from 1.4.1977 to 30.9.77.
