1. Heard.

2. Learned AGP for respondent no.1 and learned
counsel for respondent nos.2, 3 and 4 make a request
for grant of further time to file their respective replies
in the matter. Both of them oppose the grant of
interim relief by this Court to the petitioners.

3. Time can always be granted to the respondents
to file their respective replies in the matter and
accordingly it is granted. However, the question is
whether the Vice Chancellor of Amravati
University has the power to send proposal seeking
adjournment or postponement of the meeting
even before the meeting is held, to the Hon’ble
Chancellor and further question is even if such
proposal is received whether the Hon’ble
Chancellor has the power to consider and decide
it.

4. Mr. Mirza, learned counsel for the petitioners
submits that neither of these authorities possess any
such power like moving a proposal for seeking
adjournment of a meeting scheduled to be held in
accordance with the approved schedule of election or
election programme in common parlance and granting
it under the applicable Statute i.e. Uniform Statute 1
of 2017. He further submits that even if the provisions
of Uniform Statute 4 of 2019, which is a general statute,
are held to be applicable to the procedure to be followed
for holding elections to various authorities in terms
of the procedure prescribed under the special Uniform
Statute 1 of 2017, still, no proposal even before
holding of the meeting of the Senate could have been
moved by anybody including its Chairman especially
when admittedly the petition was pending before this
Court.

5. Shri Kasat, learned counsel for the University
submits that this is a case wherein Hon’ble
Chancellor has granted approval for the special
meeting of Senate to be held on 10.2.2023 in terms of
Section 28 (4) of the Maharashtra Public Universities
Act, 2016 (in short “Act of 2016) and therefore, the
Hon’ble Chancellor would also have the power to
postpone the meeting of the senate or change the
date of the meeting. He further submits that power of
the Vice Chancellor is restricted to only approving of
the election programme in terms of Section 7 of
Statute of 1 of 2017 but, ultimately it is the Hon’ble
Vice Chancellor, who has the power to fix the date of
the meeting of the senate under Section 28(4) of the
Act of 2016. Therefore, he submits that the impugned
approval granted by the Hon’ble Chancellor cannot be
assailed by the petitioner on any ground.

6. So far as the submission that there is no
provision whatsoever in Uniform Statute 1 of 2017 for
moving of proposal for postponement of meeting of
the Senate or approving of the proposal for
postponement of the Senate meeting by the Hon’ble
Chancellor is concerned, learned counsel for the
petitioners is right in his submission. We have gone
through the provisions made in Uniform Statute 1 of
2017 and we have not come across any such provision
having been made in this regard. Learned AGP as
well as learned counsel for the University could
not point out to us any such provision being
present there in Uniform Statute 1 of 2017. Then

the question would arise as to under which
provision of law the proposal for postponement
of a Special meeting of the Senate which was
scheduled for holding of elections to various
authorities of University could have been made
by the Vice Chancellor and under which provision
of law such proposal could have been approved
by the Chancellor.

7. Section 28 (4) of the Act of 2016 is relevant in
this regard and for the sake of convenience, it is
reproduced as under:-

“The Senate shall meet at least twice a year on the
date to be fixed by the Chancellor”.

8. A bare perusal of the aforesaid provision creates
an impression in a prima facie way that power given
to the Hon’ble Chancellor to fix the date of the Senate
meeting is plenary. It vests the Hon’ble Chancellor
sole privilege of fixing of date of Senate meeting.
This provision of law does not specify that this
power also includes the power to postpone the
meeting and fix it on some other date. However, it
is possible to argue that a power to do a thing for a
particular date also includes a power to do the same
thing for some other date and this way, there would
be an implied power conferred upon the Chancellor to
adjourn or postpone the Senate meeting by fixing
another date. But, in the present case, the meeting
which was to be held was a special meeting and it
was for the purpose of holding of elections to
various authorities of the University. The schedule
of election programme in the present case, was also
approved by the Vice Chancellor in terms of his power
under Section 7 of the Uniform Statute 1 of 2017. The
procedure for conducting of elections of various
authorities and bodies of Universities is governed by
the provisions of Uniform Statute in 1 of 2017 and
this statute does not contemplate postponement of
any Senate meeting which is scheduled for holding of
elections, after seeking due approval of the
authorities. Therefore, it is possible to argue as well
that in so far as Special meeting of Senate is
concerned, Section 28 (4) of the Act of 2016 would
have to be read in conjunction with the provisions
prescribing procedure for conducting elections of
various authorities in the Uniform Statute of 1 of
2017. Then, the mandate of our Constitution is that
elections in democratic India must be held in a free
and fair manner and that there should not be any
attempts at interfering with the election process, once
it has commenced, except in extra-ordinary
situations.

9. Considering the above referred possibilities and
also the question that the impugned approval granted
by the Hon’ble Chancellor raises an issue - whether
or not it amounts to a step interfering with conduct
of free and fair elections, the cardinal principle
enshrined in our Constitutional philosophy, we are
of the view that interim relief deserves to be
granted and accordingly, we direct that the
impugned approval dated 9.2.2023 granted by the
Hon’ble Chancellor is hereby stayed till further
order.
